Four brothers, serving terms in the
penitentiary here, furnish criminologists
with an interesting study. The brothers,
members of the Underhill family of
Neosho, Newton county, Missourf, are
serving terms ranging from attempted
robbery to murder. A stepson of their
sister is also an inmate of the same
prison.

The fourth brother, George Underhill,
22 years old, was sent In recently to
serve five years for burglary and lar-
ceny from Newton county, after his
brother, Earl, had testified against him.

Charles E. Underhill, now 82, has been
in prison since Nov. 17, 1913, serving a
life sentence for murder.

Wilbur Underhill, 25, is serving his
gsecond term. His first term was two
years from Newton county for attempt-
ed robbery. He was released in De-
cember, 1921, but was returned Febd. 2,
1923, to serve five years for first degree
robbery.

OLDEST BROTHER IN

The oldest brother, Earl, 36, was-re-
celved here last December to serve two
vears for burglary and larceny from
Newton county, He was given credit
for his jall time in Neosho, which will
make his sentence start June 32, 1928,

Earl, who incurred the enmity of his
family and brothers because he testi-
fled against George, was taken from
prison to Neosho recently for the trial

Earl sald he left home when he was
16 years old and spent most of his time
in the west as a carpenter. He re-
turned to Missouri at intervals on visits
to his family and his wife’s family.

He sald he srrived in Joplin May 23,
1926, for a visit with his mother. The
tollowing . day his youngest brother,
George, asked him to use his automobile
in hauling some stolen tires from a
garage in Neosho. Earl, who sald he
had never been ln’ trouble before, real-
ized that he did’'wrong in using his
automobile to haul the stolen property.

TESTIMONY CONVICTS TWO

In the party stealing the tires was
Morris Baine, 22, stepson of & sister of
the Underhill brothers.

After remaining in jail five months,
Earl told the officers the complete story
of the robbery and pleaded guilty to the
turglary and larceny charge. His testi-
mony later resulted in George getting a
five-year sentence and Baine seven
years.

The father of the boys was a farmer
and carpenter in Newton county. There
were four boys and three girls in the
family. The father dled several years
ago.

OF TOURIST ASSN.

W. E. Anderson, Secretaty,
Gives Address on Propo-
sals of New Body

BATHURST, April 29.—Plans of
the newly organized New Brunswick
Tourist Association for swelling the
tide of visitors to the province during
the summer months were discussed by
the secretary, W. E, Anderson, of Saint
John, in the course of an address before
the Board of Trade here.

The speaker pointed out that the
executive of the association had its
headquarters at Saint John and would
consist of the managing committee and
the chairman of each of the branches
from the different parts of the pro-
vince. Mr. ‘Anderson explained that
a grant of $7,500 had been presented
by the New Brunswick government,
conditional upon the Tourist Associa-
toin raising a like amount. The money
would be expended in publicity in
booklets featuring automobile routes,
mileage, hotel accommodation and
camp sites. All information necessary
for motorists, said Mr. Anderson,
would be issued and widely distributed,
especially in the New England States
and Florida. It was also proposed
that the different centres would issue
small pamphlets featuring their parti-
cular points of interest to the tourists.

Mr. Anderson said it was estimated
that the average motor party of four
people left $20 per day during their
travels. The local organization was
left to a committee of the Board of
Trade and it is believed the matter
will be taken up vigorously.
