Chicago, Dec. 2.—Leo Koretz, pro­
moter of oil schemes in which rela­
tives and friends invested $2,000,000, 
brought back yesterday from Halifax 
to face defalcation indictments, wants 
to “get it over with as soon as pos­
sible,” and find in the Illinois state 
prison a retreat free from the doubts 
and fears that have beset his 18 years 
of alleged fraud.

His assets dwindled to 12 $1 bills and 
the soiled and wrinkled suit he wore, 
the erstwhile liberal spender and 
Bayano oil stock salesman said he did 
not expect to interfere with the course 
of justice in any way.
Lesson to Son.

“I want my son, Mentor, to know, 
absolutely, that wrongdoing is wrong; 
that it means punishment as well as 
unhappiness,” he said. “By pleading 
guilty and going to the penitentiary 
I hope to be able to teach him beyond 
a doubt that he must never do wrong.”

Four indictments, three charging de­
falcation of $4,000 each and the fourth 
$38,000. through the operation of a con­
fidence game, have been returned 
against Koretz. Each, upon convic­
tion, would carry a penalty of from 
one to 14 years in prison.

Detroit, Mich., Dec. 2—Mining prop­
erty at Algoma, Ont., deeded to the 
University of Michigan 20 years ago as 
a joke is now worth $10,000,000, it was 
learned yesterday. A complete report 
of the remarkable discovery will be 
given the Board of Regents on Dec. 18.

Former Governor Chase E. Osbprne, 
credited with the discovery of a great 
portion of the iron ore property on the 
North American and African conti­
nents, made the discovery of ore 
100-acre tract owned by the University 
at Algoma.
Thought It Good Joke.

George N. Brady, of Detroit, and 
Thomas Whittier, of Saginaw, associat­
ed with the late Senator Thomas W. 
Palmer, were the capitalists who 
thought they had played a joke on the 
university. Brady and Whittier were 
in a land syndicate that acquired this 
property and, each man thinking this 
particular piece to be worthless, tried 
to get rid of his interests by “wishing 
It on the other.” In the end they de­
cided to give it to the University of 
Michigan, and the quit claim deed was 
transferred in 1905.

From then on, until the arrival of 
Dr. Marion LeRoy Burton as president 
of the university, nothing was done 
about investigating the worth of the 
property. Mr. Osborne, himself a 
former regent of the university, Inter­
ested himself in the matter.
