" London, Nov. 156—General satisfaction
is expressed in the newspapers this
maorning at reports from Washington
that the British and Japanese delega-
tions to the conference are prepared to
accept in principle the Hughes’ pro-
posals for a ten year naval holiday and
the scrapping of a}l but a limited num- |
ber of warships.

In its second thoughts on the pro-
posals set forth Py Searetary of State
Hughes, the press shows no lessening of
the appreciation expressed yesterday, but
devotes more attention to the proposals
effect of the plan on Great Britain’s
naval position. | /

It is freely recognized that the United
States offers to make sacrifices both in
money and aspirations which are greater
then she asks of the other two nations.
At the same time it is remarked that
Great Britain as a far scattered empire
# in quite a different position than the
gelf-contained U. S, and that circum-
stances are conceivable in which Great
Britain might be called upon to defend
the British Isles and at the same time
protect the outlaying parts of the em-
pire, as well as guard trade and food
routes. This, it is urged, must be con-
sidered when the details of the plan come
up for discussion in the conference.

The Post-War Ships.

There are also some indications of
reluctance among the naval experts to
agree to the proposal that Great Britain
scrap the four post-war battleships of
the Hood type, contracts for which were
recently placed. These warships, it is
contended, are superior to any so far
projected by the U. S. 'and concellation
of the contracts would immediately place
Great Britain in an inferior position to
the U. S. as regards battleship strength,
as the U. S. ships would be newer and
more powerful. The point is also made
that any arrangement made in Wash-
ington should permit the dominions to
wuild cruisers in addition to those Great
dritain possesses.

LLOYD GEORGE ON

London, Nov. 15—(Canadian Press)—
Premier Lloyd George who recently re-
fused to receive a deputation of Lon-
don labor mayors with regard to the
question of the government’s policy in
the matter of unemployment has made a
written statement to the effect that the
government holds the view that unem-
ployment relief has been national, not
a local charge. He also states, in the
i government’s dissenting views from
those of the labor mayors, that the
government declines to admit that full
ordinary rates of wages ought to be
paid to unskilled Ilabor, seing that
many rate-payers themselves are work-
ing only half time.

IN NEW BRUNSWICK

Fredericton Had Half Foot
Up to Noon.

Northern and Central Por-
tions of Province Thickly
Blanketed and a ‘“Green
Christmas” is Not Likely
There.

Fredericton, N. B, Nov. 15— Almost

'aix.incheé of snow had fallen here up to

noon today in what had all the appear-
gnee of a mid-winter storm. The snow
commenced falling ahout six a.m. and
‘ rning un inch
keeping up with but little stgns
ment at noon.
Reports from all over the province in-

1 dicated that New Brunswick was fairly

in the grip of a storm. It was snowing
equally hard as it was here all along the
Upper St. John Valley and the North
Shore as well as the highland central
portion of the provinge, while the snow
extended into Charlotte county and
along the coast at St. John and other
points. St. John was having a mixture
of snow and rain, while at Moncton in
the southeastern section of the province
there was also a.combination of snow
and rain.

With today’s snowfall it was calcu-
lated that the amount of snow in some
portions of New_ Brunswick would reach
three feet in depth before nightfall, and
any prospect there might have n of|
the .snow being carried off by rains and
possibilities of a. ‘“green Christmas” or
any “green period” for that matter in
the central and nerthern portion of the
province during the balance of the win-
ter seem to have vanished.

THAN GINT ONE
DISCOVERED

Scientists Hear of This and
Other Matters—Pampering
Weakening the Human
Race.

Chicago, Nov. 15—Discovery of the
existence of greater stars than Betel-
geusé, the giant star whose diameter
was measured as 300,000,000 miles, was
announced by Prof. Albert A. Michel-
son, in an address before the convention
of the National Academy of Sciences,
made public today.
