Morgan Pass Away. -~

The death of onc of the prominent re-
sidents of this city occursed this morn-
Ing_when G. Ernest Fairweather passed
né‘a\y at his residence, 246 Charlotte
street. He was seventy years of age and
was a Loyalist by descent and spent hi§
snitire life in this city. As a prominent
architect he had planned some of the
largest building here. During his career
he was an active worker in many or-
ganizations and gave many instructive
lectures, particularly on the history of
old prints of which he had a fine col-
lection. Besides his wife he leaves one
daughter, Mrs. J. C. Bradley of Syra-
ruse, New York.

Mr. Fairweather was originally asso-
siated with John Magee, as Magee &
Fairweather and it was in their office
that the plans for a great many of the
buildings erected after the great fire

in. 1877 were prepared. Amongst the’

most important of the buildings planned
by Mr. Fairweather are the St. John
High school, the Victoria school, Mater
Misericordiae Home, St. John the Bap-
tist church, Broad street; Holy Trinity
church in the valley, St. Vincent’s
Chapel, Cliff street; the Victoria and
Royal Hotels, all the buildings of M. R.
A. Ltd, the Rothesay Collegiate
sehool buifldings and many private
houses in the city, as well as the Me-
morial Hospital in Woodstock and
many public and private buildings in
Fredericton. :

Mr. Fairweather was one of the most
reliable men in the city in connection
with building matters and was often
called upon to act in an advisory ca-
pacity or to settle questions of con-
struction. The customs house, the new
post office, the new Bank of British
North America building and other
buildings were erected under his super-
vision, News of his death will be
learned of with keen regret by his many
friends.

—highly respected citizen, died in the St.
John Infirmary at half past four o’clock
this morning, after an illness extending
over a year. He was born in En land,
but came to St. John in his childhood
days and has since resided in the North
Fnd. When a young man he entered the
dry goods business with his late father
and brother, and later became associated
with Manchester Robertson Allison, Ltd.,
as a buyer and in charge of the men’s
clothing department.

Ottawa, Dee, 16-~(Canadian Press)-——
‘The unemployment policy of the domin-
on government was announced today.
The gist of the announcement is this:—

The situation should be met to the
utmost possible extent by providing
work instéad of. relief, but should em-
ergency relief measures become neces
sary by reason of utterly unavoldable
shortage, the federal government will be
| willing to co-operate on the following
basis:—

“The organization for determining
where telief must go and for distributing
the same shall be provided by the mun-
Jdcipal authorities, and in each case before
relief is given and as relief is continued,
a certificate must be obtained from the
government employment seryice, show-
ing that the applicant cannot be given
employment. e general system and
|details and the safeguards adopted must
be approved bv or on behalf of the fed-
eral government, '
