This is the centenary year of English
trouseray so far as can be found out it was
in 1812 that trousers first began to super-
sede breeches in this country.

Phe Duke of Wellington was almost the
fivgt distinguished man to wear trousers
in/England, and by doing so he was actual-
ly refused admiftance to his club! When
he appeared at Almack’s in the “demo-
ofatic garments” the hall porter there took
fo himself the position of censor of cloth-
ing and sternly refused to allow the great
soldier inside the building.

For a long time, in fact, there was a pre-
judice against trousers, or “chimneys,” as
they were then called. How intense the
* didlike of them was will be seen when it
is said that the trust deed of a certain
chapel in Leeds forbade the pulpit to b:z
occupied by “any trousers-wearing person.

Tronsers : were regirded as. ‘“‘too-demo-
cratic” a hundred years ago because they
came to us from the French democrats af-
ter the Revolution. The ordinary people
of France had discarded breeches and put
on trousers simply through their hatred
of anything aristocratic.”

The first trousers were made fairly.

straight and tight, and were worn with a
strap fastening them down to the! boot.
You could not have got a pair of trousers
for mych less than two guineas, a‘hundred

years ago.

But, although trousers dre only a cen-
tury old, the same form of garment was
common for men’s wear about two thous-
and years back. I believe the ancient, Per-
gns ‘were the first’ people fo devise and
don two-legged apparel.

But it was not until the advent of trous-
ers proper that the whole of the leg was
enveloped. Breeches only came to the
knee, or just below it, and pantaloons
stopped ‘short above the ankle. Breeches
were the gemeral wear before the trousers
era began. They were made tight to show
the form and contour of the leg—one rea-
son why they went out of fashion so read-

ily, perhaps, for npt everyone was bieass
ed with a leg so shapely that he wasd
proud to show it off!~—and were worn
with either top boots or hose "and shoes.’
The. rich wore top boots; the poor, hose
and shoes. i
The first form of trousers lasted for
about thirteen years, and then, in about
1825, the peg-top style, roomy in the thighs
and tight-fitting round the ankles, came
in. { \
Peg-tops were fashionable until about
1850, when bell-bottoms, much the samé!
sort of garment that sailors still wear, ar-
rived. After that comes the peg-top (with-
out straps under the boots, this time),
then very tight all the way down strap-
ped trousers, and then; about 1875, “bags’
—just straight cut “funnels,” so to speak:
“Bags” have gradually developed intq
the present-day style, the most marked and
radical distinction of which:is .the perin;
arent ‘“turned-up” bottom. The perman;
ent ‘“turned-up” has had a long run—about
ten years now. : i
Personally, I regard throusers as rather
unhygienic because they collect such a lot
of dust and mud from the streets, and ab
present there scems to be a sort of revolt
growing ugainst them. In time I should
not be surprised to see trousers go out of
foshion and a modified’ form of breeches,
k]ooser than those of pre-trouser days, come
into favor and common wear. g

Just one hundred years'ago last Thurs-
day—the 5th of December, '1812—the
“Plumper,” a fourteen gun brig, in His
Majesty’s George 1IT’s service, sailed from
Halifax for St. John; N. B. The little
warship was under the command of Lieut.
Com. James Bray. She had on board, at
least, £750,000 in specie, in boxes, which
had been placed on board of her for the
payment of His Majesty's troops. Wind
and weather kept her about Yarmouth
for several days, when sheé.entered the
‘Grand ‘Passage;” 'a  severe ghow  storm

came on, and the puot decided it prudent
to haul the vessel to the wind, and lay-
to' for the night.

About three o'clock the mnext morning
the pilot discovered that ipstead of: fol:
lowing his instruetions, the commangder
had pregsumptuously kept her away, and
had gained a considerable distance to the
northward; he immediately told the.mast-
er that he would have the vessel ashore—

discovered breakers within o few ryards
ahead of them. This spot was between
what was called Dipper harbor and Point
Lepreaux, about forty-four iniles from
Kastport, in a' northeasterly direction. The
brig struck near‘the bow, and then swung
with a crash alongside an almost perpen-
dicular cliff, some seventy or eighty feet
in height.

The pilot, Captain Sinipson, saved him-
gelf by leaping upon the trysail, ‘or main
boom, which swung towards the .shore,

ers attempting to follow him were preci-
pitated into the surf, and perished among
the rocks. The Plumper had on board
seventy-four souls, including two women
—a Mrs. Tye, and the wife pf the sur-
geon, who, with Messrs. Gravés, Cunning-
ham and Tye, were passengers-—forty-four
of whom were lost.

TWIN' BROTHERS DEAD,

Beth Boys in Springfield Family

Victims of a Strange Paralysis

Springfield, Mass., Dec. 14—Stephen: and
Eniil Yelinek, twin brothers of seventeen,
who for nine years had been helpless vic-
tims of a strange ®orm of paralysis, which
attacked them simultaneously and in the
same manner, are dead of pneumonia at
West Springfield. Death came to the br®dth-
ers within'a few hours of each other aud
a double funeral was held yesterday.

The cases had attracted widespread at-
tention in medical circles. The twins
were born on Dec. 14, 1895. As small chil-
dren they were strong and continued in
gaod health until their seventh year, when

- almost imperceptibly they began to weak-
en until the strength had slowly left their!

legs. The helplessness continued to creep
upward, in spite of all that medical men
ceuld do, until of recent years the boys
were able to use only their forearms.

A few days ago Emil contracted pneu-
monia and died. Stephen also took the
disease but in a lighter form and appar-
ently had recovered when arrangements
vrere completed for his brother’s funeral on
Wednesday. Carriages were at the door
and mourners had gathered for the last
rites for Emil, when Stephen suddenly ex-
pired. The services were halted and ar-
rangements made for a double funeral.

The boys were sons of Mr. and Mis.
Yelinek. There are several other children
in the family, all of whom are normal.
