Romantic History of Count’
Found Wandering About
as if Demented — The
Peasant Girl Who Won
King's Heart -

Count Alexander von Welsberg, afier
disappearing more than a month ago from
hig English country seat, Wool'as Hall,
near Worcester, has jyst been found wan-
dering as if demented mnear (romford ‘in
Derbyshire. He bas royal blood in his
veins, and has a most romantic history.

His father was the late Duke Elimar of
Oldenburg, half-brother of the late grand-
duke, and uncle of the pres2at sovereign

<iruler of that German stave. Duke Elimar
| was a most gifted man, ani mdny ‘have

laughed to their heart’s content at thoSe
popular farces which arc represented on
the Teutonic stage as wntten by “H.
Quenther,” or by ‘I. Meycer,” the two
pen-names under which he was agcustomed
to conceal his identity.

Duke Elimar served with distinction in

. [the war of 1868, and agan in that of

1870; but was so horrer stricken by the
scenes which he witnesscd on the battle-
field, that he took a prominent part in
the work of the Internaticnal Peace So-
{nd pamphlets, bear-
ing his name and title ‘having appeared in
print on the subject. o

Like some other German royalties, he
sought beauty and charm rather than rank
when looking for a wife and, instead of
marrying a princess of the blood, contract-
ed a perfectly valid ecclesiastical union
with Natalie Vogel, who was of peasant
birth, and upon whom Emperor Francis-
Joseph later conferred the title of Baron-
ess Vogel von Friessenhof, at the pressing
request of the duke, on the eve of the
wedding. s :

During the last two decades of his life,
Duke Elimar, who died about eleven years
ago, resided with his wife and his only
son at his beautiful chateau of Erla, not
far from Vienna, and it soon became a
favorite resort for everything that was
most brilliant in'art and literature in the
Austrian capital.. He was, however, never
seen at court functions.

At his death his nephew, the grandduke,
bestowed upon Baroness von Friesshof’s
son (the grandduke’s cousin, therefore, and
like him a descendant, on the distaff gidé
of the great Gustavus Adolphus of Sweden)
the title of Connt von Welsberg, under
which name he received a commission from
the Kaiser in the Prussian Garde du Corps
at Potsdam, and subsequently married a
daughter of ‘a well known German racing
man, Count Frederick von Hahn.

Count Alexander von Welsbery was per-
fectly content with his position in life un-
til Count Leopold of Lippe obtained from
the Lippe legislature, from the supreme
court of the empire, and from a special tri-
bunal presided over by the late King
Albert of Saxony, a decree vesting in him
the sovereignty of the principality of Lip-
pe, despite his morganatic origin through
his maternal grandmother.

This led Count Alexander to put forward
claims to a place in the line of succession
to the Grandduchy of Oldenburg. He plac-
placed his interests in the hands of one
of the most important law firms in Ger-
many, which presented a demand upon the
reigning grandduke for recognition of their
client as a full-fledged prince of that sov-
ereign house, entitled as such to a large
income from the extensive family property,
and to.a civil list from the state treasury.

when one considers that the reignin_g
grandduke is in delicate health, that his
only son is a frail little boy of about ten
years, that his only hrother is a confirmed
bachelor and an invalid,”an d that had
Count von Welsberg’s pretensions been
admitted, he would be, after them, heir
to the grandducal ctown, with rights su-
perior to the Czar's brother-in-law, Duke
Peter of Oldenburg, (in spite of his title,
a ‘Russian by birth gnd nationality) and
also to the Kaiser's two brothemqmlafw,
Duke Ernest Gunther, and Duke Frederick
Ferdinand of Sehleswig-Holstein.

As, moreover, tHe Kaiser’s second son,
Prince Eitel Fritz, is married to the only
daughter of the Grandduke of Oldenburg,
it will be seen that the ‘position of Count
von Welsburg as a lieutenant of the Garde
dn Corps at Potsdam, and as such in the
immediate entourage of the Kaiser and h
femily, became very awkward. He was
given by Emperor, William the alternative
of either withdrawing.his claim, or of be-
ing placed on the retired list. He chose the
latter, and, being subsequently defeated in
all his actions brought by his lawyers in
support of his pretensions, Yound it prefer-
able to transfer his fésidence to England;
since life in Germany, with the Kaiser and
all his relatives agaigst him, was the re-

verse of pleasan 7 p R

however, dependﬁne' an allowance from
his mother, Baroness von Friesenhof, who
resides at her’ Hungarian Castle of Brog-
yan, in the County: of Bars. - . e
It was to her that Duke Elimar left the
whole. of - his-gensiderable fortune at his
death. The life of Count von Welsberg in
England has not been altogether happy, as
he has failed to “cgteh ‘on,” with ‘the coun-
ty seciety of Worcestershire, where his res-
idence is situated, and this, together with
the feeling that he was an exile, unjust-
ly deprived of his lawful rights, seems to
have preyed upon his mind.

Much has been writen about the villa
of Hvidur, in the suburbs of Copenhagen,
which is owned jointly by Queen Alexan-
dra of England and her sister, the Dowag-
er Empress of Russia, and where they are
fond of residing together when in Den-
mark, instead of at one or another of the
royal palaces.

Few, however, are aware that its site
and name are those of a former chateau
which figures in Danish history much in
the same way that Woodstock and Fair
Rosamond figure in that of England. The
Rosamond of old Danish days was born
in the Netherlands, and the king whom
she enthralled was King Christian IL,
who flourished in the sixteenth century
and was married to Princess Isabella of
Austria, sister of Emperor Charles V. Her
name was less poetic than that of her Eng-
lish prototype, being “Dyveke,” which may
be translated “little dove,” and she was
the daughter of a gigantic virago, “Vrow”
Sigbrit, a market-woman of Bergen. It
was there that Dyveke Sigbert’s rare beau-
ty attracted the attention and won the
heart of Prince Christian, then Danish
viceroy of Norway, and she became his
wife in everything but name, her strong-
minded mother living in the palace _wim
her, and acquiring the most extraordinary
mastery over her left-handed son-in-law.

In fact, when he became King of Den-
mark, Vrow Sigbrit became his p'rincxpal
political advisor and virtual premier, and
ultimately she received the control of the
entire state finahces, her empire over
Christian lasting for years after her daugh-
ter’s tragic death, celebrated in the well
known ballad, “The King of Denmark’s
Ride.” -

When Christian was forced by his peo-
ple to give them a queen in the person of
Isabella of Hapsburg so that the royal line
might not fail, it was stipulated by the
bride’s brother, Charles V., that there
should be a complete rupture of relations
with Dyveke.. Christian promised, but
merely transferred the residence of Vrow
Sigbrit and her daughter from the palace
to the chateau of Nvidur, where, after his
marriage, he s‘pent more time than he
should.

Charles V., heard of this, and serious
complications were about to ensue when
when Dyveke succumbed to poison in 1517,
in the gardens of her chateau. Christian
was beside himself with grief and a num-
ber of people under suspicion, including
one of the greatest and most influential

| nobles of the kingdom, Torbern Oxe by

riame, were put to death. The loss of
Dyeke deemed to develop all the savagery
and he seemed to take a positive delight
in oppressing his nobles, who attributed
every one of his harsh measures to the
influence of “the foul-mouthed Dutch
sorceress who hath bewitched the king.”
Ultimately he was driven from the throne,
Duke Frederick of Holstein being elected
in his stead. He sought refuge in Hol-
land, whither Vyouw Sigbrit, laden
with wealth, had preceded him. Deserted
by her, he attempted after a few years
of exile, to recover his throne, but fail-
ed, was taken prisoner and spent the last
twenty-seven years of his life in captivity,
first in the Blue Tower at Copenhagen,
and afterwards in one of the dungeons of

FLAKY DUMPLINGS.
