New Treatment for Eradication
of “H n htazk”

PROMSE RAPD CURE

Methods, Discovered at John Hop-
kins, Based on Surgery — Ill
Effects Eliminated

] L}

Baltimore, Aug. 15—The physicians “of
the Johns Hopkins Hospital are planning
a series of inteéresting experiments during
the coming term of the medical school for
perfecting a new treatment for Potts dis-
ease, commonly known as haunchback. If
successful the’ new treatment, which will
consist of surgical operations, will elimin-
ate the uge of mechanical appliances, such
ag plaster of paris, jackets, hmces, etc.
and effect cures with the knife in which
the grafting of bone figures conspicuously.
It is believed that a method of treatment
which would absolutely eliminate motion
of the diseased verterbrae or spinal joints,
of which there are nine pairs, and entire-
ly relieve pressure on the affected bodies
would promise & rapid cure of the disease
and prevent deformity.

It 1s on this theory that the methods of
treating Potts digsease will be based in
the clinic. It is thought that in the spine
the careful removal of the periosteum of
the spinous processes transposed to bridge
the gap between the vertebrae, and with
gaps between the thin bone shield, called
laminae, also bridged by bone, will lead
to the extensive fomntion of bone, fusing
the vertebrae.

Observations have s'b0wn that in the case
of the spine the gap to be, bridged be-
tween the laminage and Apmous procesy of
any two adjacent vertebrae is very nar-
Tow.

A number, of, these operations of this
character have llrendy proved successful
to a degree. A boy nine years old, suffer-
ing with disease of the second and third
lumbar vertebrae,  became a eubject for
the experiments somie time ago. It was
apparent that if the new methods were to
be used it would be necessary, because ' of
the subject’s youth, to graft bone from the
lower joints. Buring the operation a’longie
tudingl incision was made directly over
the spinous processes, through skin, perios-
teum, etc., to the tips of the spinous pro-
cesses. The periosteum was split over both
the upper and lower borders of the spinu-
ous processes and the laminay and stripped
back from them to the base of the trans-
verse processes. The spinuous processes
were then tramsposed after a partial frac-
ture so that they eame in ‘contact with
fresh bone, the bage'of each with its own
base. In time the periosteum becoming
grafted, between the gaps of the vertebrae
generated ‘a new formqtlon of hone and
tissue and fused the gaps between the ver-
tebrae. In the courge of a few weeks the
substituted spinal cord. had: become thor-
oughly generated and -was sufficiently
stable to enable the—patient to- luvg the
hosplcal cured, = =& "

RESULTS (F
PURE FOOD WAR
ARE  GRATIFYING

Marked . Imprevements Since De-
partment of Internal Revenue
Took a Hand—Ginger, Mar-
malade and Vinegar

There was a time when a large propor-
tion of the epices sold in Canada, as well
as of the coffea and jam, was grossly adul-
terated. “Jam” was sold in which turnips,
grass seeds and chemicals took the place
of fruits. Coffee was mixed with chicory
and rotten wood. Ground spices were
weakened by ixtures of flour, starch
and other ingredients which reduced their
strengt.h and their value to the consum-
ing pure

The case as regards ginger was set out
in a recently iesued bulletin, the fifth in
the record of the Department of Internal
Revenue that dealt with analysis of the
article. In the firet, issued in 1896, about
a third of the simples taken were declar-
ed to be adulterated or doubtful. In that
| of the present year, according to Consular
and Trade Reports, barely a u(xth- came
under condemnation.

In regard to ginger the adulterations de:
tected are not. dangerous eo far as the
public health is concerned, but they are
none the less to be condemned. They
sometimes consist of the mixture with
the ground ginger of starch or flour ‘to
add wexght and as both are much cheaper
than ginger the fraud is apparent. There
are apparently some who follow the more
scientific practice of extracting some of
the essential stremgth of the article by
steeping 1t in' water or other fluid and

| then grinding the weakened fibre.

Marmalade has grown greatly in public
favor in recent years. Its manufacture
is largely in the hands of firms which seek
to gain business by ereating reputations
as producera of good articles and to keep
business by maintaining the quality of
merchandise. So of 152 samples that were
mb:ected to analysis 138 were declared to
be genuine and only fourteen were classed
as “adulterated.” The adulieration in the
cage of marmalades was not harmful, nor
may it be called fraudulent. The  stand-
ards for marmalade were accdpted before
‘the' production: of glucoae of corn_ sirup
Eeen ‘ perfected, and sticking to the old
rule, the analysis set down as adulterated,
at least technically, samples in which glu-
cose \has been' used instead of or in com-
bination with eugar,

The bulletin declares that under mod-
ern methods of manufacture glucose is

“a perfectly wholesome article of food.”
It is described as consisting mainly of dex-
trose (grape eugar) with varying quanti-
ties of .dextrin (a product of starch). In
ordinary processes of digestion cane sug-
ar (sucrose) is changed into glucose and
dextrin is produced by the action of sali-
va on starchy foods. Both . articles are
therefore nutritions and it is admitted
that there can be no reason, on the
ground of wholesomenéss, for objecting to
commercisl glucose as a component of
marmalade or jam. It would be well,
therefore, if some word other than "adul
terated” were applied to articles of food
cuntammg glucose, as, if they are inferior
in any way to similar products made with
augar, they are not rightly to be condemn-
ed even by inference.

In the case of vinegar the analysts are
apparently somewhat at sea in regard to
what should be the standard. There are
three recognized varieties—wine, malt and
cider—each having some peculiarities. As
in the case of whiskey, vinegar seemingly
gets its qualities from the chemical im-
purities it contains. The legal definition
of the article is “a more or less colored
liguid, consisting essentially of impure di-
lute acetic acid obtained by the oxidation
of wine, beer, cider or other alcoholic
liquid.” Acetic acid is also made commer-
cially as a product of the destructive dis-
tillation of wood, and it is admitted in
the” bulletin that there may be no good
reason for condemning such refined acid
as a baeis of vinegar. Such vinegar, how-
ever, is more for use in the arts thm as a
food preservative or relish.

The table article, according to accepted
authorities, contains in addition to acetic
acid ¢mall quantities of alcohol, tartaric or
succinic acids, various esters, albuminous
substances, etc. It is added that it is well
known that much of the vinegar on the
market is actually made in whole or in
part from -acetic acid and that it is diffi-
cult or even imposeible by chemical analy-
sis to detect small additions of acetic acid
to .fermentation vinegars.
