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Palmer Quits Leadership;
Richards To Act Until
Permanent Head Chosen

DISSATISFACTION EXPRESSED AT CON-
-VENTION OF OPPOSITION MEMBERS

Richards Denies Allegations Made by Retiring
Leader—Warm Passages Mark Meeting—An-

other Convention to Follow. !

_The Conservative opposition, in ses-
sion yesterday in the Seamen’s Insti-
tute, adjourned without selecting a
party leader for the province. J. D.
Paimer, who has been provincial
leader, offered his resignation, which

wWas accepted after Mr. Palmer had
criticized certain elements of the party
which he said had tried to put ob-
stacles in the way. He referred partic-
u}arly to an element in York County,
which he claimed had worked “liand
and " glove” with a “certain yellow
sheet” on Fredericton.

C. D. Richards will earry on as
lqader in the Local Legislature. .He
vigorously denied the accusations of
Mr. Palmer.

A resolution was introdueed and
passed which left the selection of a
“permanent leader” with a future con-
vention. The question of leadership
therefore drifts along until' there is
some indication of a general election:

Mr, Richards, after the convention
adjourned, said that the meeting was a
good one. There were more than 200
present, and all parts of the province
were represented. He adds, that a com-
mittee would give the public any in-
formation. :

‘The Resofution Adopted.

The resolution as adopted at the con-
vention was given out as follows:

“Whereas at a convention held in the
city of Fredericton-about one $ear ago,
J. D. Palmer, of Fredericton, was se-
lected as leader of the Provincial Op-
position party; and :

“Whereas, Mr. Palmer has since that

+time given much effort and labor to the

work of building up and organizing the
Opposition party in the province; and
. “Whereas, Mr. Palmer has placed his
! resignation in the hands of this con-
vention; therefore
“Resolved, that this convention
records its, appreciation of the good
work and valuable services which Mr.
Palmer has rendered the party during
his leadership and regretfully accepts
the same;
‘“Be it further resolved that in the
opinion of this convention it is highly

. desirable that the question of perma-

nent leadership be left for future con-
sideration; and
“Be it further resolved that this con-
vention do place this matter in the
hands of the provincial executive, as it
now stands, with a view to their can-
vassing the respective districts and sub-
. yaitting the names of prospectivbe can-
“diddtés for'the permanent leadership at
s‘conventibn to be called at a later
ate.” ) 2 '

The convention met at 8 o’clock. J.
Bennet Hachey, of Bathurst, was called
to the chair and G. Earle Logan was
selected as secretary.

In opening the meeting, the chair-
man referred to the  circumstances
which had led up to the calling of the
convention. He said that a convention
of the party had been held last March
in Fredericton when J. D. Palmer, of
that city, was selected to head the Con-
servative party in the province. At
that time it was thought that a pro-
vincial general election was not far
distant, but things did not turn out

ﬂ:s h been expected and a certain
®lement of dissention had been created
within the- ranks of the Conservative
party.

J. D. Palmes,

J. D. Palmer, the leader of the party,
was the first speaker, and he recounted
the events of political importance
which had transpired in the province
sifice his election to the position of
provincial leader. At the time of the
last convention it was believed that
there would be an election during the
vear, but such had not happened and

- problems had- arisen which they had
not foreseen. At the convention whicb
had been held last March, he had \re-
ceived for the leadership the unani-
mous vote of the delegates and he had
promised he would do all in his power
in the interests of the party. With A.
J. Brooks, the party organizer, he had
visited all parts of the provmce and
wherever they went, he said, they were
well recfived by the rank and file of
the party.

Mr. Palmer told of the organization
work effected in the by-elections and
said the party was loyally supported
in all of the constituencies.

Although he was expending his ef-

i

forts to the limit in the interests of the
Conservdtive cause, there were certair
elements which seemed to be arousing
discord within the ranks and thereby
frustrating his efforts.. In his mind,
they were found chiefly’ in the. county
of York, and they seemed to be “work-
ing hand and glove” with “a certain
yellow sheet in the city of Frederic-
ton.” Mr. Palmer concluded his re-
marks by presenting his resignation as
provincial leader and appealing for
unity of the:dissenting factions.

B, Frank Smith,

B. Frank Smith, of Florenceville, fol-
lowed Mr. Palmer. Hé said he was
glad to see such a large number pres-
ent at the convention. When he left
his home for the meeting he felt that
the attendance would be very small as
many of those who would be desirous
of attending could not afford it on ac-
count of the high taxes which +were
being imposed upon the people by the
provincial government. At presetn the
party was facing a very difficult situ-
ation, but he felt that it could weather
the storm if the members of the party
would sink their rsonal grievances

The difficulty arose out of the fact
that the party had .chosen a leader
whose office was higher than that of
House leader. Personally, he said that
Hf he had been the House leader he
would have been rather preturbed by
such action. :

This caused J. Starr Tait to inter-
ject that he should out of the party
if that was his feeling in the matter,
‘while several others shouted: “Hear,
hear.” . .

However, Mr. Smith continued by
saying that he would not allow such
remarks to extinguish his enthusiasm
lfl(;r the party he had supported all his

e.

_He:' then presented a resolution ac-
cepting the resignation of Mr. Palmer
as party leader with regret and express-
ing appreciation of his services in the
party’s ihjerests during the last year.
The resolution also contained a clause
providing that the selection of a party
leader be deferred to a later date. He
spoke at length in support of his mo-
tion and asked that these present do
all in their power to_overcome the fric-
tion within the ranks of the party. He
felt' that the province could not stand
the burden of taxation which was be-
ing placed upon it by the present ad-
ministration and would soon be cry-
ing for a change of government.

The motion was seéconded by J. L.
White, of Grand Falls, who spoke
briefly in_its Support and asked that
every effort possible be put forward to
overcome the unfortunate difficulties
with which the party was now faced.
He paid a tribute to the ability of Mr.
Palmer and told of the great work he
had done in the fight he had carried on
in the bye-election in Kings last sdm-
mer.

J. Staee Tait. :

J. Starr Tait, of this city, the next
spekaer, said that he had been prompt-
ed to speak by the remarks of Mr.
Smith, He said that some people had
made it as difficult as possible for Mr.
Palmer and had done little to assist
him in his work. He had been a dele-
gate to the convention at Fredericton
last spring and he had supported Mr.
Palmer because he thought he was the
best man. Mr. Palmer was a business
man of ability and had money, and
when the Censervative party came into
power, he was the kind o{ man they
wanted to lead it. He sgid that the
members of the house had not helped
the provincial leader as ‘they should
-have and as they had pledged them-
selves to do. ;

At this point in Mr. Tait's speech,
cries of: “They knifed him,” could
be .heard coming fro mone quarter of
the hall and the chairmap had to call
some of the boistrous ones to order
before the speaker could proceed.

C. D. Richards.

C. D. Richards, leader of the party
in the House, said he felt he should be
allowed to say a few words in justifica-
tion of his position as well as that of
the other members of-the House. He
explained that he had been chosen
leader of the Conservatives in the
Legislature and had done the best he

could under the circumstances. When
the convention was held last March, it

and put the interests of the party first.]
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was felt that there would soon be an
election. but such had not been the
case. Mr. Palmer had been chosen
leader by the convention and he was
without a seat in the House.

There had been by-élections, but Mr.

Palmer had not availed himself of the
opportunitiecs offered. He defied any
one to point a finger at anything he
had done as leader of the opposition in
the Legislature which had not been
in keeping with the position, and he
said that he and the other members of
the party in the Legislature had not
done anything to disrupt the party. He
had pledged his suppor to Mr. Palmer
when he was elected last March and
had given him whatever support he
could under the circumstances.

He said that the statement that the
opposition forces in Fredericton were
in league with a certain newspaper
which had been characterized as a yel-
low journal, was absolutely false, as
any attacks upon' the party leader
from that direction was entirely inde-
pendent of their knowledge and sup-
port. )

R. B. Hanson.
Some of the Disappoinitments.

R. B. Hanson, M. P., of Fredericton,
then took the platform and did his
best to pour oil on the troubled waters.
In opening his remarks, he said that
the convention was not faced by any
theory; wut they were face to face with
facts, unfortunate as they were, and it
was their duty to proceed immediately
to the best solution of the problem in
the interests of the party. The di?b
culty arose from the fact that the
party leader was not a member of the
House. At the time of the last con-
vention it was thought that a general
election would soon be called and that
the leader 'would be able to take his
place in the Legislature, But the ex-
pected did not happen. and although
there had been several by-elections in
the province, the leader was still with-
out a seat. To his mind a man could
not carry on very long as leader of.the
party and not be a member of the
House. He thought that the unfortu-
nate condition could be passed if the
members of the party would forget the
differences and resolve to work in the
best interests of the party and support
whatever man was selected to lead it.

Mt. Baxter.

Hon. J. B. M. Baxter was then called
to the platform and began by saying
that he wondered whether the conven-
tion would mark the birth or the death
of the Conservative party in the pro-
vince. He said that the party would
soon face a grand opportunity for suc-
cess, as the Government at Fredericton
was oming divided and a united
Conservative party could sweep back
into power. He said the party’s oppor-
tunity was similar to that which came
when Sir Douglas Hazen was returned
to power.

He hoped that the scenes which had
preceded the pxesent convention would
never occur again as their repetition
would sound the death knell of the
party in New Brunswick. He made a
strong appeal for unity: and support of
Conservative principles as enunciated
by Sir John MacDonald.

Before closing, Mr. Baxter said that
he wished to warn the party as to the
matter of selecting the ground wupon
which the next election would be run.
Since the Premjer was an Acadian, he
declared, there might be some who
would array the people of one race
against those  of another in order to
gain a temporawy, victory. He abhored
such a policy, and said that no man
should cast a slur upon anyone for his
racial descent or religion. The fact
that Hon. P.: J. Veniot was a Roman
Catholic and of French descent had not
prevented his being called to the Pre-
miership of the Provingce. The Pre-
mier was a keen politician and very re-
sourceful, and Mr. Baxter advised that
lists- of voters be_prepared at once in
order that the party should be prepared
‘when an election is called.

M:. Tilley.

L. P. D. Tilley spoke for a few mine
utes following Dr..Baxter, and he said
the old sores should be healed and that
all should rally to the party banner
under the man whom the party saw fit
to select for the leadership.

J. L. White,

J. L. White, of'Grand , said he
was like the chairman, an® came from
one of the hopeless constituencies. The
leaders of the party’ had been crucified
long enough and it was time for united
efforts. ! i i

The remarks from Mr. White caused
a delegate from Gloucester to rise in
his place and say with a slight French
accent that if there had been a cruci-

fixion the resurrection could not be far|'

away- .

The motion as moved by Mr. Smith
was then put to the convention and
carried with only a few dissenting
voices.

COUNCIL PASSES
HYORO BOND ISSUE

Tenders for Equipment and
Heating Apparatus Ac-
cepted—Unanimous Vote
Necessary, Says Solicitor.

The city solicitor, Hon. J. B. M, Bax-

ter, K. C,'M. P., yesterday gave it as
his opinion that a unanimous vote of
the Common Council was necessary to
a bond issue for the construction, ot
switching equipment in connection with
the erection of a new sub-station, The
Council therefofe voted again and made
ths vote unanimous in favor of the ac-
ceptance by the Civic Power Commis-
sion of the tender of the Canadian
Westinghouse Company Ltd., ‘for $16,-
937. Approval of the acceptance of the
tender from the Webb Electric Com-
pany for heating amounting to §79821
also was granted.

Preceding this decision, Commission-
er Frink took exception te the minutes
which declared that he had opposed
the acceptance of the Civic Hydre Com-
mission’s recommendation regarding
the Westinghouse tender. He ' cxplain-
ed he had voted against reconsideration
of the matter, having voted for the
bond issue on the firft resolution pre-
sented. : :

Commissioner = Thornton, however,
differed from Dr. Frink. He was quite

‘| clear in his own 'mind, he said, that

both he and Dr.. Frink had vo'cd
against the final resolution, favoriny ac-
ceptance. He had opposed it becanse
he wished to hear from the aity solici-
tor first regarding the bond issue.

Commissioner Bullock moved, and
Commissioner Wigmore seconded the
motion, that the minutes be confirmed.
This carried, Dr. Frink voting against.

Commisgioner Thornton asked Mayor
Fisher if the Civic Hydro Commission
had authorized the obtaining of legal
opinion regarding the bond issue ques-.
tion. He had noticed an opinion in the
newspapers contrary to that given by
the city solicitor and he wanted to
know if the opinion had been obtained
by the commission and charged up to
the citizens. “It was addressed to-the
seeretary of the commission,” he said.
Mayor Fisher replied that the Power
Commission had not authorized obtain-
ing the opinion.

A 'communication from the Purity
Iee Cream Co., Litd., requesting a hear-
ing from the 9ommon Council regard-
ing the fixing“of a valuation on a pas-
teurization plant which they purpose
erecting in the city, was read at yes-
terday council meeting and referved to
Mayor Fisher to arrange a hearing. The
plant to be erected, the letter said,
was estimated to cost about $35,000.
Recommendations as follows, contained
in the committee report, were adopted;
Increase in estimate for the Spruce
Lake main; acceptance of tender for
fire hose at $1.25 per foot; lease to
stores in.the City” Market building;
tenders returnable March 17 for the
revenue and profits on wharfage, top-
wharfage and slippage for certain city
wharves; payment of expenses of Otta-
wa delegation out of general revenue;

DUBLIN POLIE

Establishment of Body ef
4,000 is Celebrated.

Unarmed, as Lesson of Hope
for Assertion of the Good
Sense of People—De Va-
lera Issues Proclamhtion—
Field Marshal’s Home is
Raided.

(Canadian Press.)

Dublin, Feb, 21.—Establishment of
a body of 4,000 civic police was cele-
brated yesterday when 1,800 of the
men marched through Dublin, with
bands playing, while President Cos-
grave of the Dail Cabinet and other
Free State ministers took the salute on|
the steps of the Government building.

The men are of fine . physique and
made a brave display. They were well
received by the citizens along the line
en route. ;

Upon their arrival at their depot in
Phoenix Park they were addressed by
Kevin O’Higgins, Minister of Home
Affairs, who congratulated them on
their efficiency and discipline and re-
minded them that they were the first
police force in Ireland responsible to a
native administration. :
"“You are going out unarmed,” he
added, “because we look to a day in
Ireland when the good sense of the
people will assert, and ‘Q\m the law
can be held without arms.”

London, Feb, 21.—The Dublin cor-
respondent of the Times comments on
the mystery surrounding the opera-
tions in the Arigne Mountains. While
it was announced some time ago that
the whole area had been completely
surrounded, it now seems that the
Irregulars’ leader, Bofin, and his men
have managed to squeeze through the
net' and are harassing the Free State
troops in the rear. ;

Dublin, Feb. 21. — The Republican
Bulletin last night published a procla-
mation signed by De Valera, as
“president,” and Coliver as minister
of economy,” ordering rigid enforce-
men of the boycott on certain ciasses
of British goods, on the ground that
“this unjust and grievous war of ag-
gression is still pursued with increased
bitterness by Great Britain through her
agents and creatures in Ireland.”

Dublin, Feb. 21.—The residence of
Field Marshal the Egrl of Ypres, at
Dumbree, County Roscommon, was
raided on Monday night. The gang
removed the costly f_urnl{;urc, com-
pletely stripping the interior of the
house, and carried off their loot In
carts.

The Earl of Ypres, then Field Mar-
shal Sir John French, was commander
of the British Expeditionary Forces in
France from the outbreak of the world
war in 1914 until 1916, when he- re-
linquished command to Field Marsl}al
Haig. Mrs. Charlotte Despard,-a sis-
ter of the Farl, is an ardent Sinn
Feiner and woman suffragist.

Dublin, Feb. 21.—When questioned
in the Dail Eireann yesterday in re-
gard to the Ulster boundary comm.is-
sion provided for in the Anglo-Irish
treaty, the president of the cabinet,
William T. Cosgrave, replied that the
matter could not be dealt with under
the present circumstances.

‘Winnipeg, Feb. 21—The Winnipeg
Tribtine declares that as a result of the
budget proposals of Hon. F. M. Black,
provincial treasurer, which carry $2,-
000,000 in additional taxes, opposition
groups_and independent members of
the Manitoba Legislature intend to de-
mand that the government take the
budget to the country and test the
feeling of the electors.

REVRA ARMSTRONG
URGES AGTION IN
HYDRO MATTERS

-

Delivers Excellent Address
on the Duties of Citizen-
ship Before Canadian Club
Meeting — Prohibition is
Touched Upon. '

Rev. Canon R. A, Armstrong pictuf-
ized a high ideal for citizenship in the
development of Canada in an eloguent
and stirring address last evening be-
fore a meeting of the Canadian Club

in Bond’s restaurant. He spoke of the
many evils at present retarding the pro-
gress of Canada and of St, John par-
ticularly and impressed the vahie of
co-operation in putting them down.
The matter of the hydro-electric de-
velopment, he spoke of as a.thing that
should be pushed. There was a-lot of
discussion about this matter, he said,
but now that a vote had been taken
and the procedure was settled, he
thought it was a time for action and
a time for every citizen to get behind
the movement. “The test of experience
will show its worth,” he said.

He then spoke on the matter of pro-
hibition and stressed the difference in
many countries in the ways the laws of
the state were recognized. Japan and
England were shining examples of high
regard for the state, he said, while in
China and the United States the view-
point was different. In these countries
people served the state if they could
serve themselves at the Sime time. It
is harder to punish a rich-man for a
crime in the United States than in Eng-
lend where the laws were administered
mpre fearlessly. {

Here he touched on the Prohibition
issue.

“Prohibition,” he affirmed strongly,
“is the law of the land, and I like
to think that our attitude toward that
law is the British attitude.” (Ap-
plause.) True, there are diffiulties and
bootleggers thrive but think of the
great gain that has been made.” He
instanced the fact that Rural Dean
Sampson had gone to the police recently
and had made the discovery that dur-
ing 1922 there were 109 days during
whi¢h no prisoner appeared before the
judge. (Applause.) Was there any-
thing ever like that in days gone by,
he asked. Another aspect of the situa-
tion was that only a small minority
were injured by the Prohibition law—
the ten per cent of the bootleggers and
their victims. “Think of the good to
the remaining 90 per cent,” he said.

“At any rate, it is the law and what
a terrible thing-it is to see this law
flouted brazenly before the rising gen-
eration,” he remarked.

Civics, he believed, should be taught
in the schools. He asked his hzarers
which was the more valuable to the
Canadian citizen,—knowledge of the
rivers of Asia, or knowledge of how
his city was governed. Eudcation’s ob-
ject was themaking of citizens and
surely, some knowledge of a citizen's
duties should be imparted at the public
schools. {

He expressed himself as being an
ardent advocate of vocational training.
He recalled the story of the boy’s reply
to his mother’s question, “What will
you say to Julius Caesar when you mect
him on the other side for not studying
of his' wars?” “Mother,” replicd the
schoolboy impressively, “if I ever have
an interview with Julius Caesar, his
own mother would not know him after-
ward.” Canon Armstrong said this
showed that the boy’s mind was being
turned into a wrong bent. High schools
and universities fitted men for profes-
sions and no care was taken of the boy
with the liking for mechanics. It
should be changed and he should be
given the same opportunity as the
classical schelar.

he chagacterized, as unfair. A good
citizen, he thought, should be a streng
advocate of vocational schools.

A citizen should think before woling
and not allow party affiliations stand in
the way of his better judgment.

1t was found impossible to do the
work necessary for the rebuilding of
the bridge at the lower end of Lily
Lake during the last year but this
necessary undertaking will be begun in
the early spring, '

winter season.
