Quested that it be pointed out in this case that the accused was appres
hended by a Lance-Qorporal of tle Provost Corpe at Ferguslee,Ont., on
18thAugust, 1948, He was svidently taken to Renfrew Military Camp, and
on the main line of the Railway leading to the Camp. However, the acous
sed was taken to Ottawa, and t/e Unit was advised that he was being held
there for escort. Therefare, the 0.0.,A~B,0RTC,CA, was obliged to mnd
ané emcort to Ottawa to return this accused. In accordance witiformer
advice in this regard, the accused was charged with full charges, but

it 18 considered that some remission might be granted.
