Census—The Police and fire Matters.

The common council met yesterday
afternoon. ‘The report referring the
matter of connecting the time ball and
the fire alarm to the Public Safety De-
partment was adopted.  __

The Treasury Board recommended
payment of & number of bills; also that
they be authorized to negotiate & loan
not exceeding the sum of $10,000 to en-
able the chamberlain to meet the present
indebtedness of the ferry department;
that the council inaugurate a system of
civic enumeration every fifth = year, the
(irst enumeration to be taken in January
next.

On motion of Ald Tufts the ferry sect-
jon of the report was adopted with the
understanding that at the next meeting
of the council the ferry committee sub-
mit a detailed statement of liability with
their ideas of economy in running the
gervice.

Several motions were made regarding
the enumeration matter but all were
lost, and the census matter- is drop-
ped by the council.

The Board of Public Works recom-
mended the acceptance of the tender of
C. H. Peters for 3,000 bushels of best
oats, at 40c per bushel; 80 tons of hay,
at $11 per ton ; and 20 tons of straw, at
$8 per ton; that the proposed band stand
