M@schjef, whieh arrived in port at nine
this morning. The Mischief had a very
rough trip down,7facing a head wind and
a heavy sea all the way.
§ The Indians at Quatsino are all drunk;
in fact they have been in a state of
chronic intoxication forx two weeks or
more. Whiskey has peen liberally sup-
plied them. for a consideration. Three
enterprising Japs, by name, George,
Frank Ko and Iso Kaw arée in the pro-
viacial police station. Ehey were arrest-
ed by Constable Leeson and their sloop,
a small eraft without name or license, is
alse held by the authorities, having been
brought down: in. tow by the Mischief.
When. the pavty were arrested there
were 47 bottles of whiskey aboard and
the Japs had $16.50 in their possession.
The constable had an interesting time
trying to catch them. but when over-
taken; they offered no resistance. They
#ay that they did not supply muck liquor
to the Indians, but the state of intoxica-
tipn of the Indiams does net agree with
their assertion: Two Siwashes and two
Klootchmen were: brought down as wit-
nesses against the Japs. 'Fhere is little
dou‘bt that they will be comvicted and
their craft confiscated.

HOISTED THE BRITISH FLAG.

There Was Something Suspicious About
the American Steamer Allianca.

Havana, March 20.—The name of the
Spanish warship that fired on the Ameri-
can steamer Allianca is now known:. It
is the Spanish ‘cruiser Conde de Venadito.
This fact became public to-day when the
captain of the cruiser-reported that he
bad tried to stop-a strange steamer and
had opened fire on her when she persisted
in proceeding on her course. Accordipg
to the story of the Conde de Venadito’s
commander, while eruising off the east-
ern coast of Cuba oen March 8 he sighted
& steamer heading for Maisa point and

.shaping her course to the nartheast. The

cruiser hoisted her flag and the steamer
replied by raising. the Hnglish flag. The
cruiser again signalled the steamer to
stop, but without effect. As the steamer
proceeded at:full speed, the cruiser first
déired two blamk shots and then two soli&
shots. - = The eommander claims that he
did not desire :to hit the steamer, but
that he fired the shots merely to cawse
her to heave to. . He -asserts that the
steamer was one and a half miles off the
coast when the' firing. ocearred. ' The
authoritiee here lave-directed that a full
inquiry be imadeinto the commiander’s
acts.
