Sir William Howell Davies, M. P. for

A Sample of Honest (1) Price-
Gathering — Housewives
All Laugh at the Lists

The Times telephone has been kept
busy this morning, ladies calling up to
draw the attention of the office to what
they termed the utterly absurd prices
quoted by the morning paper yester-
day.

The housekeepers are not to be
hoodwinked by the Colonist. None
know so well as they do the actual
pricc:s charged here for the quality of

foodstuffs consumed by Victorians. Al

couple of the houswives who called the
Times up to-day stated that when they
had asked their grocers or butchers
for goods at the prices .quoted they
were teold those were not the genuine
prices.

A sample of the manner in which
the Colonist obtained its lists, publish-
ed with a flourish in yesterday morn-
ing’s paper, came to light this morn-
ing. Thomas Cooper, of Brown &
Cooper, having refused to sell a Times
man products at the prices quoted
cver his signature, and being asked
why he declined to do so in face of
that quotation, said:

“Well, to tell you the truth, we were
coereed and mislad by Mr. Matson Into
quoting those prices. He - came- In
here with a stranger on Saturday
morning. with™a list of prices that he
said Chungranes was quoting and
wanted to see my partner to get him
to say how we were on them. Brown
wasn’t in and I told him to come
back.

«“Tater his companion eame back and
saw us both, at a time when we were
very busy. He told us Chungranes was
quo'nng these prices. I glanced hurried-
1y through them and saw we could sup-
ply in large lots of the lowest grade or

slightly damaged stock at those prices,
and said so. But we cannot offer yon
retail the class of goods you or any of
our customers demanded at anything
like the prices the Colonist gives.”

Mr. Cooper offered some of his in-
volces’ as corroboration of his state-
ment and satisfled the reporter that he
could not afford to sell the goods at the
cut prices quoted. As showing the wide
range in value of goods he showed
where to-day he had paid a farmer 35c
for a dozen of a certain article and $1
for another dozen. The latter was the
class of artiele the majority of cus-
tomers demand.

D. K. Chungranes, on the other hand,
stated that the prices he quoted were
for large quantities of the lowest
grade. When asked if he would fur-
nish the Dominion government on con-
tracts at those figures he said the offi-
cials would not pass the goods as suf-
ficiently high te meet the requirements
of his contracts, and that for this qual-
ity he could make no money even on
the largest quantities at such prices as
the Colonist quoted.

Many Arrests.

Kiev, Sept. 18.—The early examin-
ations made this morning of the
wounds inflicted on the premier by
Dmitry Bogroff led to hope for an
early recovery, but development of
unfavorable symptoms followed a few
hours after the -patient had made a
most hopeful rally. The rally followed
immediately on removal of the bullet
by the surgeons in efforts to relieve the
premier of the intense pain of which
he complained throughout Saturday
night and which had thrown him into
a state of great depression.

One hundred and fifty =~ arrests of
lawyers and other acquaintances of
Dmitry Bogroff, who shot Stolypin,
have been made in Kiev.

Bogroff talked freely to-day and
furnished - the authorities wvaluable
clues. The original confident behavior
of the prisoner has given way to des-
pondency, and he is now receiving
medical attention. ¥

Among the versions of the eircum-
stances leading up to the crime and
which must be investigated, is the as-
sertion that Bogroff belonged to a new
autonomous revolutionary greup, the

.| aim of which is to assassinate individu-

al statesmen. In the course of the ques-
tioning Bogroff denied that he held M.
Stolypin as one of the most pernicious
of the statesmen,

Another version is that the revolu-

tionaries put Bogroff, who according to
the police had been filling the dual role
of revolutionary agent and police spy,
in a dilemma where he had to kill Stol-
pin or be killed himself, Bogroff chose
the first alternative.

BANK ROBBERY,

Vancouver, Sept. 18.—More of the
bills stolen from the Bank of Montreal
at New Westminster have been traced
in Vancouver. They were of a series
contained in the list sent out to the
bank tellers on Saturday, but in a re-
vised list this morning they do not ap-
pear. They were paid into the Carral
street branch of the Merchants' Bank
on Saturday. The teller there immedi-
ately notified the Bank of Montreai and
the clue is being followed up by Pink-
ertons.

The Independent Liguor Company, of
65 Hastings street east, were the de-
pos:ztors of the bills, which were in-
cluded in about forty, all of the Bank
of Montreal.

The accountant distinctly remember=
ed getting the bills. in the ordinary
course of business from a steamer cap-
tain on the Fraser river, and this man
is now being sought. He is well known
and must have had the bills passed to
him in an ordinary transaction.

It is stated that the teller of the
Bank of Montreal branch at New West-
minster now remembers that he used
one of the $10 packages on the day pre-
ceding the robbery, and it is possible
that these bills were the ones.

THE LABOR MARKET

E. A. Morrissy, whose firm
has nineteen construction camps

SIR WILFRID’S

CHALLENGE

TO HIS OPPONENTS

Will Resign Seat in Quebec East if Leduc’s Story
That Resignation Was Extorted Fro.x lim
is Substantiated.

Ottawa, Sept. 18.—Sir Wilfrid Laur-
fer, in a statement issued to-day un-
dertakes to resign his seat in Quebec
East, if the story of Rene Leduc that
his resignation was extorted from him
is substantiated. The prime minister’s
statement follows:

“Last evening I received the follow-
ing telegram: 7 -
“‘Quebec, Que., Sept. 17.
“‘Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Ottawa.

“‘One of your most important chiefs
in Quebec East, extorted from me,
whilst I was under the influence of li-
quor, my resignation as candidate
against you. I have asked the return-
ing officer, to whom the document had
been delivered, to give it back to me.
He has referred me to the clerk of
the crown in chancery. I have tele-
graphed the latter and I hereby ask

you to give instructions that my ex-
torted. resignation be given back to
me and that the election to be not
stolen. The people of Quebec Kast
desire to vote and they trust that you
will not take advantage of the mis-
take made. (Sgd.) “‘Rene Leduc.'

“It is difficult for me to believe that
any friend of mine would have been
guilty of such conduct as is alleged in
the above telegram. I am all the
more loath to believe it as the can-
didature of Mr. Leduc never was con-
sidered serious. I have no power over
the clerk of the crown in - chancery,
who is an officer of the House of
Commons and who, moreover, I think
under the law cannot take action.

“I have only to wdd that should the
facts turn out to be true, I would not
keep the seat under such circum-
stances and would deem it my duty
to resign and seek a new election.’
