There is the heavy ashanty labor
from earliest dawn to evening star when the
toiler for half the year is remote from home
and friends, and whose daily ronnd i to eat
and work and sleep, only getting an occs-
wional glimpee of the outside world through
a long looked for letter from some loved one
far away.

Then the days lengthen, the frozen luke
bresks up, and comes the driving of loge and
hewn timber down the tortuous awift run-
ning stream, when necessity often calls the
driver to wade body deep in the swift flow-
ing, icy waters, None but the strong can
engage in such heavy labor, only the most
robast are abls to stund the ten hours of
daily toil, with but a mid-day houra’s respite.
Saech, in brief, is the life of maoy thou-ands
of laborers'in the Ottawa valley, and amon
