The latest move in Morse's éxtensive
operation is the formation of a mnew
corporation, In which it is understood
all four of the lines recently acquired
by him are to be merged. The papers
of the new corporation, known as the
Eastern Steamship Co., have been filed
in the office of the secretary of state
at Augusta.

‘The'incorporators are C. A. Hight, L.
O. Hight, H. B. Sweetser and H. L.
Cram; all of Portland, and B. C. Ran-
@all, G. 8. Seifridge, and J. D. Upton
of Boston. H., P. Sweétser is the pres-
ident and C. 'A. Hight the treasurer,
The capital stock is $3,000,000 and there
is ‘a provision for the ‘issuance of
bonds to the extent of the capital stock.
This means that the new corporation
will have $6,000,000 at its command.

It _is understood that Morse acquired
a majority, in fact, nearly all, of the
Portland 8. 8. Co.’ stock at par, only
& few of the smalier holders declining
to sell at that price. The Boston &
Bangor 8., 8. Co. stock cost him 150,
What he paid for the International
_stock has not been considered nearly
so valuable as Boston & Bangor,
