sul Genrral Gowdy, at the instance of
the state department at Washington,
wag made this morning at the morgdue.
It tended tg establish the fact that
Mrs. Gore did not commit suicide,

PARIS, Nov. 25.—The American doc-
tors found that the bullet entered the
pupil of the right eye, cutting the low-
er eyelid and emerging in the rear of
the right side gf the head at less than
half an inch élevation from the point
of entry. The body bore no marks of
a struggle and there are no powder
marks at the éntrance of the wound.

The doctors have been given forty-
eight hours in wihch to consult the offi-
cial report. Mr. Gowdy, in the mean-
time, has ordered them not to give an
official opinion on the case. He is
seeking to avoid a clash with the
French experts, The report of the
American commission will be restrict-
ed to the pathology of the wound and
the direction of the bullet, with no
opinion as to the cause of death.
Messrs. Magnin, Edmund L. Gross,
Turner and Whitman and other Ameri-
can doctors were presemt at the ex-
amination and Dr. S8oquet, who made
the first autopsy, at the request of the
French officials and M. Paquet repre-
senting- Mr. Gowdy.

The body was brought into an amphi-
theatre used for demonstrations before
students.

The friendshlp thus
formed will be a perméaméht one, If
you flesire to increase your trade ten-
fold do not exclude our merchants,
travelers or students from this country,
for they can and will do immense good
to you. China i8 a vast country and
while she is making extensive reforms
it is very difficult to Introduce jinnova-
tions, I beg of you therefore not to be
too sanguine, nor to count too much
upon my ability to bring about an in-
crease of trade with your country
when I am in office as ministér of com-
