Resolution Asking That Government Amend
Law fo Prevent Increases With-
oot Sanction.

Ald. McGoldrick was true to the pro-
mise he made at the meeting of the
Treasury Board, and at yesterday's
meeting of the Common Council in-
troduced a resolution for the me-
morialization of the Provincial Gov-
ernment for the purpose of having a
check placed upon the increase of
telephone rates. The resolution was
adopted unanimously.

Ald. MocGoldrick brought up the
matter of telephone rates. He felt
that the rates imposed by the N. B.
Telephone Company were exhorbitant.
If the Central and the N. B. Compan-
jes had not been merged, rates would
have remained at their former level.

He moved the adoption of the fol-
lowing resolution:—

Resolved,—That the local govern-
ment be memoralized to amend
the Act 7 Edward VII. Cap. 37, an act
respecting telephone companies, was
to provide that telephone rates and
tolls may not be increased above pre-
sent rates, and tolls without the ap-
proval of the Lieut. Governor in Coun-
cil, and upon hearing all parties who
may desire to oppose such increase.
and that such memorial be prepared
by the Bills and By-Laws Committee
and reported to this Council,
