I • OTTAWA, July 1.—The government’s 
' announcement Of what it is proposed 
I to do in the way of assisting the iron 

and steel industry will not, it is said, 
be delayed beyond Friday of this week. 
The utmost secrecy has been sought to 
be maintained in regard to the cabi­
net’s intentions, but the speculative in­
stinct seems to have been more .than 
a match for official reserve, and an 
inkling has leaked out of what the 
.plans of assistance are to be. At least 
there are reports moving tonight that 
are accepted in the most conservative 
quarters as worthy of credence. The 
reports are that the government will 
bring down two sets of resolutions, one 
dealing with iron and steel, and an­
other with the silver lead product. The 
bounties on both are under existing re­
gulations subject, to' reduction after 
July 1st. The steel bounty for 1903 
would be 75 per cent of the bonus which 
prevailed since 1899. The bounty on 
refined lead, which started at $5 per 
ton in 1901, and was $4 per ton during 
the fiscal yehr Just closed, would be 
further reduced to 33. The government, 
it is said, will announce a complete re­
vision of both bounty acts.

The bounty on refined will, It is said, 
be Increased to 315 per ton. The boun­
ties on iron and steel, which together 
gave the producers a maximum of 
36.70 per ton, netted the Dominion Steel 
Company during the fiscal year 1901-2, 
3347,436, are to be boosted so as to yield 
on a somewhat increased product an 
annual revenue of 31,225,000, thé pro­
duct of ore from Newfoundland being 
treated as domestic ore. There is a dif­
ference now of nearly a dollar a ton 
in favor of the domestic ore. In con­
nection with) these increasesi it is be­
lieved the minister of finances will pro­
mise a revision of the duties on struc­
tural iron and steel to come into force 
when the Dominion works shall be in 
a position to produce these lines in 
quantity.

Horrible Accident to Mrs. 
Goldsworthy, an Aged

Her Clothing Caught Eire and Before 

Flames Could Be Extinguished 

Her Whole Body Was Fright­

fully Burned.

Mrs. Goldsworthy, an aged resident 
of Garleton, was frightfully burned 
yesterday morning. In spite of every­
thing that could be done she died from 
her injuries during the afternoon.

Mrs. Goldsworthy, who is about 75 
years of age, has been living with her 
daughter, Mrs. Edwin F. Clarke, at 91 

• Market Place, West End. On account 
of her age and weakness—she has been 
in poor, health for some time—it was 
found necessary to keep a fire contin­
ually for her benefit. Yesterday morn­
ing she was in her own room on the 
upper floor of the house, while Mrs. 
Clarke was attending to ordinary 
household duties downstairs. Sudden­
ly Mrs. Clarke heard screams, and, 
rushing up found Mrs. Goldsworthy en­
veloped in flames. She has evidently 
been fixing the fire and her clothing 
caught from a fallen cinder.

Mrs. Clarke called for help and Mr. 
Campbell, who keeps a blacksmith 
shop near by, along with a Mr. How­
ard, ran in. Mr. Howard threw his 
coat aroun£ Mrs. Goldsworthy and 
the two men after much difficulty suc­
ceeded In extinguishing the flames. In 
doing this Mr. Howard had his hands 
and arms very severely burned. Mrs. 
Goldsworthy was carried to the street, 
where, after a time, she recovered con­
sciousness. Оґ. Frank H. Wheeler 
was hurriedly summoned, and after 
doing what he could to temporarily 
relieve the pain, had the burned wo­
man removed to the hospital. There 
it was found that her whole body was 
in a frightful condition. From head 
to foot she was a mass of burns, her 
hair was all gone and her flesh was 
quite raw.
