THE FARM.
Our Garden,

What shall we plant in our garden ?
How shall we srrange @ur purchase of
seeds and bulbe and shrubs so as to have
a successive and perennial display of
bloom ? Some space we must leave for
snnuals — for astors and ‘sinniss and
phlox, for mignonette and sweet aiyssum
ardd petunias—but the rest we may fill
with shrubs and perennials that shall re-
quire but little care, yet be sources of
perpetual summer delight many and
many & year.

We will have a lilac at the front door
on the left-hand side—dear, old-fushion-
ed flower—and its fragrant bloom shall
keep fresh the memory of days when
life was in its spring. There shall be
sweet'scented  honeysuckle twining
around the pillars of the porch and per-
fuming the air when -the lilacs have
faded. We will have a spirea not far
from the honeysuckle, and roses red and
white and yellaw to blunh at our coming,
to grow pale when we leave them, and
to gladden the eyes of 4ll passers-by.
There shall bé, ‘ too, " sweet-scented
shrub, calycanthus floridus; that we may

ide its tufted flowers in oumhindker-
chief case and in bureau drawers ' For
the sake of “ye olden time” we will
have two peonies, one red, the other
white, and at quite a remove from these
a half-dozen dylactras, beautiful in foli
age and flower. We cannot do without
amock-orange, or syringa, with its wealth
of snowy blossoms, and nestling near it
shall be a flowering almond, to our child
ish eyés the most lovely of blodsoms. In
& shady nook on the north side of the
piazaa we will plant the lily of the valley,
and sbove it shall elimb a perennial
lathyrus clifolivs. We will have oy 2
mia, too, and a rhododendron. Shall we
ever forget the wooded prink of the
rugged hill-side, where they grew in wild
luxurisnce, when hands now “ parted
from the wrist” gathered them for us?
O for one bloom from that far-off laurel
tree! - At the foot of the rhododendron
we will have the blue-eyed forget-me
not, myosotis palustris; it loves the
shade and blooms ail the stmmar long.

One little plot in the garden shall be
filled with hot-house plants. Surrounded
by greensward it sball glow with all the
bues of the rainbow. Geraniutm, helio-
troi)u, salvia, violets, fuchsin; lemon and
verbena shall here mungle their per
fumes and their hugs,

As our garden may be too small to hold
all the floral treasures we covet, we may
enlarge it if we choose. On the south
windows we can put shelves, and on
these shelves boxes filled with earth,and
in the earth mornj glories and Madeira
vines and moneyFort and flax and oreep-
ing Charlie, other trauling vines,
some of whicli shall be trained to cover
the window, and others permitted to hang
down the sides of the box in showers of
tendril and blossom.

Along the walk thatleads to where
potatoes and onions grow, we will plant
the coreopsis to gladden us with its
bright golden flowers, the 1agged robin,
the mullein pink, the larkspur and the
columbine. \mnewh(‘m we will find
place for the chry latest of

- This result is valuable in more ways
than one. First, the potato, for all uses,
is improved. Second, the yield is much
inoreassd. Third, the great expense of
obtaining seed of new varietics to take the
place of those rup out isaltogether avoid-
ed. It is believed that if this course-were
pursued by all potato growers that there
would be little nocd of new varieties ; in
fact, the best varieties taken at first and
treafed in the manner herein set forth,
the improvement would outstrip all new
varieties.

Close planting tends to deteriorate the
potato. Small tubers result and the
quality must be inférior. Hills wide
apart will give better yiclds of large
tubers and better quality for table use.
An experiment this season shows that
wide spaces produce large tubers, while
close planting produces small ones. One
acre was planted three feet by nine
inches, and while the yield was very
?ood, and the tubers of fine size and
orm, they were not near as large as
another acre, same soil, phntod three
by one and one-half feot; these were
very large and best siited to grow from.

To obtain the yory best seed—that
which will invariably improve the qual-
ity and yield of the general crop.-itis
an excellont plan, first, to select the
hrjml finest and best formed tubers,

out these in large pleces; secoad,
seloct the very best sdil nbwnlble,
prepare this by deep plowing and sub
solling, making the soil fine and deep.
Plant the pieces in rows thrée and one
balf feot apart both ways, one piece in
a place, about four to five inches teep,
vovering with a plow or double oultive”
tor, sud in three .or four days after
planting go over with a hum-. waking |.
the surinoe smooth and fine. ' As soon
as the sprouts begin to come through
the ground, cultivate with double eulti
vitor or an imlement that will run deep
and throw th il into the row ; then
barrow this down level and make tHe
soil fine, and soon as the sprouts are
three or four inches high, then cutl l
ong atalk in a Aill. With one stalk in a
hill, three and ove-hall fest apart both
ways, an opportunity is given to make
the best possible growth, both of stalk
and tubers. -This is the order of im
provement for the potato, and the result
will be most satisfactory.»

If improved progeny may be expected
from high brur animals, may not im-
provement upon the general crop be ex
pected from “high-bred " seed potatoes?
Why should not farmers and gardeners
pursue the same course to improve
vegetables and grains that is adopted by
live-stock breeders? Do not the princi-
?le- of improvement apply with equal
orge to the growth of farm and garden
products which have wrought such
mighty changes in the live stock depart-
ment? With less labor and more care
and. thought, the same amount, with im-
proved quality of products, might be re-
alized by agrioulturists.—E. S. Teagar-
