MYSTERY SURROUNDS
DENTH OF ENTIT

Massachusetts Doctor is Found l
Dead and Foul Play is Fear-
ed---Two Suspects Now Held
in Jail.

*Ayver, Mass., Sept. 18.—That Dr. N
Stone, the ewburyport dentist, whose
body w found yesterday near the
main highway between this town and
Harvard, was the victim of murder,
was proved conclusively by the autop-
sy today. In addition to wounds made
apparently by a blunt instrument, such
as a heavy stone, the physicians found
that two bullets had entered the left
side of the neck. Dr. Stone was last
seen alive on Monday night between
eight and nine o’'clock when he left
the heme of his sister, Mrs. Chas. G
Davis, in Harvard, to drive to the Ayer
station, where he was to take a train.
Whether he ever reached the station
or whether he was killed during the
drive is a matter which the authorities
are still investigating. The farm hand
who accompanied Dr. Stone on the
drive denies any knowledge- of his
death and iInsists that he left Dr
Stone at the Ayer railroad station just
before the arrival of the 9.20 train.
Tonight Raymond Plouffe, the farm
hand, and Felix Lapoint, who has
been at work driving a milk route,
were taken into custody and sent to
he jail in Clinton where they will
be held for an examination next Mon-
day. Both the men were under surveil-
lance all day and were closely ques
tioned by the officers, but they are
said to have stuck to the assertion
that they knew nothing of the death
of Dr. Stone.
