GREAT RUSH T0 CANADA
MO UATED STATES

Austro - Hungarian Peasants the
Victims of Unscrupulous Agents
-- Steamahip Companies Vio'ate
the Law.

Vienna, May 25—Manous Braun, a United
States emigrant inspector, who was spec-
jally retained by President Roosevelt to
investigate the emigrant situation in Bu-
rope, has just compieted an exhaustive
tour through the towns and country dis-
tricts of Austria and Hungary. Mr. Braun
finds every indication that the present
heavy emigration movement from & the
Austro-Hungarian monarchy to the United
States and Canada will continue and even
increase. He says fthis sibuation arises
from three main' sources: the encourage-
ment affonded by emigrants who have al-
ready gome to America: the poverty and
unsatisfactory labor conditions here, and
lastly the effort of the unscrupulous local
immigration agents whose employment is
carried on in defiance of the laws of both
Austria-Hungary and the United States.

The local authorities in many instances
are covertly encounaging omizration, chiefly
in order to benefit from the cash remit-
tances sent by the pelsants and laborers
after reaching America.

Mr. Braun finds from his pensonal inves-
tigation that the peasant emigramts are
helpless dupes ¥ the unscrupulous agents
who cavefully prepare them to meet the
examination of the emigrant inspectors
both here and in America. The steam-
ship companies, too, ameelt without #x-
ccption, flagrantly ignore the section of the
American law requiring a_copy of the act,
printed in the language of the country, to

MISSING NOYA
SCOTIA LAD IS
FOUND DEAD,

Howard Saddler, Lost Since
October, Discovered by
His Father.

CEASELESS SEARCH.

His Parent Never Gave Up Hope
of Finding the Body--Forest Fires
Lay Bare the Spot Where the
Lad’s Body Had Been Concealed
by the Thicket.

(Halifax, N. 8., May 25—(Special)—The
body of Howard Saddler, the boy who
was Cost in the woods on October 9th last,
near Glen Margaret has been recovered.

Atter an almost ceaseless search since
‘nin son was lost, George Saddler found
the body of his boy about 10 o’clock yes-
terday morming, about one and a half
miles from the spot where. the boy was
said to have parted from his companions.

The epot where the body was discovered
was ' within two or three feet of where
searchers had beem; and only twenty feet
from the spot where the man had passed
the day following the boy’s disappearance.

An extensive forest fire had been raging
during the past week, and burned in the
vicinity of where young Saddler and other
boye had been setting snares. Saddler had
strong convictions that somewhere in the
fire district the body of his son would be
found. With that conviction stromg in
mind, he could not rest and resumed the
search again on Sunday morning; with the
result that he found the body. The [ire
had burned .around the body and left it
exposed to view. The coat; vest and pant
were not totally consmmed.

The body seemed_to indicate that the de-
ceased died without a struggle. The arms
were crossed upon the breast, legs straight
head slightly inclined, showing apparently
that the boy had lain down exhausted
and elept the sleep of death.

After carcfully marking the place, Sad-
dier returned home, and accompanied, by
fricnds had the body removed to his resi-
dence.

The attorney general will hold an in-
vestigation. The provincial government
had offered a reward of $100 for the find
ing of the body.

FIFTEEN DEAD IN
A TORNADO’S PATH.

Great Damage Wrought In Nebraska, and Much Injury Done
to-Farms and Buildings—Church Blown Down and Four
People Crushed to Death—Family and Visiting
Friends All Dead or Badlv Hurt.

Hastings, .Neb., May 25.—A series of
heavy storms, two of which developed into
the worst tornadoes that have visited
Southern Nebraska for years, passed over
portions of Clay, Franklin and Kearney
counties last evening. Fifteen persons are
known to have lost their lives and over a

Near Norman, at the home of Daniel
MeCurdy, a number of relatives and

friends were sepnding the day and not a
one in the house escaped death or serious
injury. Two miles south of Upland, Ger-
man Lutheran services,were being held in
a school house when the storm struck and
demolished it, killing four of the occu-
pants, including the minister, and injur-
ing a number of others.

The storm was equally destructive ot
Fairfield. but the people were warned of
its coming and sought cellars for safety.
Six dwellings were blown to pieces at that
place, but their ocoupants escaped injury
with a few exceptions. Every dwelling and
outbuilding in the path of the tornado was
blown to pieces, and the financial loss thus
far accounted for will reach about $80,000.

The family of Petér Hokinson, nine in
number, was reumited late today. They
lived near Norman and were separated by
the storm, it being feared at first that
most of them had been killed.

There were two tornadoes, both origi-
neting within a mile of Fairfield. The
first one moved to the northwest and the
second off to the southwest. The one to
the northwest did the greatef damage and
all the fatalities seem to have beén in its
path. The greatest loss of property was
sustained by farmers. The heaviest indi-
vidual loss reported is that suffered by
Chas. Taylor, who places the damage (o

When they came to the wharf
they saw Hurder on deck. Brown ordered
him to leave but received an imsolent re-
ply. He and his wife then boarded the
schooner and proceeded to compel Hurder
to leave. The latter, it is alleged, seized
Mns. Brown and threw her over a water
barrel, but a moment later he was grasped
by Mr. Brown and roughly handled. In
the struggle, Brown’s face struck the mast.
A severe cut was inflicted and while he
was recovering himself Hurder escaped.
The police were notified but Hurder has
not yet been arrested. Mr. Brown knows
him.

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derers’ Trial Now at
- Hand.

ONE MAY BE SAVED.

Monsson Recommended to the
Mercy of the Crown, With Which
the Judge Agrees --- Murderers
Take the Stand and Deny Every-
thing, -

Liverpool papers which reached this
country yesterddy givefthé first full ac-
count of the trial of the §t. John barque
Veronica murderers, w!w;were convicted
and sentenced to death on May l4th. The
account says in part: =

After a patient trial, lasting for three
jong days, the sailors who were charged
in connection with the terrible fate which
befel tihe captain-and firet and eecond offi-
cers and four of the crew of the British
barque Veromica, on, a voyage between
Ship Island and Monte Video, were last
evening, at the Liverpool Assizes, found
guilty of wilful murder, and sentenced to
deatih.

The accused were Otto Ernst, Theodor
Monsson (18), Gustav Rau, alias August
Maahn (28), and Willem Smith, alias
Dirk Herlaar )30.) They are all sailors,
and the indictment charged them with
the munder of Alex. Shaw (captain), A.
MecLeod (first mate),  Fred Abrahamson
(second mate), and Julius Parsson, Pat-
rick Doran, Gustav Johannsen and Alec.
Bravo (seamen), on board the Veronicd,
on a voyage from Ship Island to Moutce
Video, at the beginming of December last.
Another account related to setting fire to
the barque.

Rau took the¢ stand in his own defence
and dented killing any of the murdered
mén or of being in the plot to kill them.
Rau further said that the cook (Thomas)
and Flohr were the murderers.

Smith’s Evidence.

The prisoner Willem Smith was after-
wands sworn, and gave his own version of
the matter. He said his real name was
Dirk Herlaar, and he¢ was a Hollander.
The statement (produced) which he had
written was true. On the night of the
trouble he heard a row, and when he
came out the chief officer struck him cn
the head with a belaying pin. He took no
part in hittmg or killing anyone on that
night. As a result of the injury on his
head he could not defend himself. He af-
terwards heard shots, and saw the cap-
tain and second mate go -overboard. He
(Smith) never had a revolver in his pos-
session whilst on the Veronica. Flohr got
a revolver from the mate’s room, and the
only other revolver on board was the
one which the cook had.

Oross-examined by Mr, Tobin—Rau took
control of the ehip after the captain went
overboard. He was appomted by the cook.
He (Smith) was not afraid of the - cook,
but he had to obey the cook’s orders. He
never shot amybody om board the Veron-
ica. He knew the cook was a murderer
when they left the ehip, and he intended
to give him up when they landed.

Why didn’t you give him up to the
captain of the Brunswick ?—Captain Brown
had enough trouble es it was. I thought
1t time enough when we got to Liverpool.

Further cross-examined, Smith eaid be
did not tell the boatswain of the Brune-
wick that the injury to his head had been
caused by falling from aloft. The cook oT-
wdered them to defend themselves againsb
the officers.

By the judge—He knew at the time that
the officers were wounded and had been
locked up for a day and a half.

In anewer to further questions from Mr.
Tobin, Smith said he had never seen the
cook throw anybody overboard.

Crown Counsel's Address.

Mr. Tobin, counsel for the crowm, said
he did not suppose they would ever arrive
at a definite and certain conclusion as to
what the true motive was. He (Mr. Tobin)
did not know. that it was even necessary
to discuss the question of motive,when, in
fact, they knew that these seven deaths
did in truth occur. Whoever were, or
whoever was, gulity, it was quite clear
that there could be no adequat¢ motive
for such crimes as these. - Whether the
trouble on board the.ship arose because,
as had been said, Paddy, the Irishman,
had been boasting about his being the
best navigator on the ehip, and that, their
blood being roused, their thinst for blood
over<an their reason entirely, or whether
it was, as stated by Flhor, that there was
a comspiracy afoot to get rid of those
members of the crew that were not Ger-
mans, it was not really mecessary ‘to de-
cade. If the evidence of the crown was fo
be believed there were revolvers in the
possession of two, at amy rate of the
prisoners, It was most significant, in view
of the statements made by the prison-
ers, that, with the cxception of Smith,
not one of these prisoners received a
single scratch or wound. If the jury ac-
cepted the evidence of the doctor and of
Flohr thimself, Smith’s injuries were caus-
ed by the prisoner Rau.

Why was the black cook spared? This
question might be asked, but counsel sup-
poged they would never arrivé at the true
solution of that problem. He could only

suggest that the black cook’s life was .

spared just as the lives of Johannsen and
Bravo were spared for a time, becanse
of their piteous appeals, and because they
were willing to learn the story which hai
bBeen concocted. These two, however,could
pot learm it, and: they went. The black
cook learnt it, and his life was spared—
just one of those mistakes that crimin

sometimes made. -
