News* of the finding of the body was re­
ceived here tonight with expressions of 
general regret at the tragic ending of the 
story of Frank Gouldthrite’s downfall. He 
was popular among a large circle of friends 
and the past fortnight's disclosures of the 
scandal at the printing bureau have come 
as a great shock to the hundreds of per­
sons who have known and liked him for 
many years. It is probable the body will 
be brought here for interment after the 
coroner's inquest at Detroit.
