AFFAIRS IN MEXICO.

Recent news from Mexico is more war-
like than that several previous
arrivals. If war +hould break out England
will have no part or lot in the matter. Her
forces have long since been withdrawn ; and
any hostile mover onts that may take place
will rest with the French and Spanish troops.
It will be remembered that, according to
the preliminaries of Soledad, the allies were
allowed to occupy the three inland towns
of Qrizaba, Cordova, and Tehuacan, until
such times as a treaty of finality were agreed
to between the Mexican governments and
the represcntatives of France, England, and
Spain. In case of desired negociations
could not be come to. the allfes agreed to
fall back to their original position. The
despatches by the latest arrivals state that
the French have made a backward move-
ment, and that the Spaniards would soon take
the same course. These movements would
seem to indicate that the negociations at
Orizaba have been broken off and” that hos-
tilities may be expected at any moment.

Additional foree is given to this view of
the matter, from the fact that Zuloaga ha_d
published a proclamation, calling upon his
followers of the Church party to join their
strength to that of the allies, and aid in
clearing a way to the national capital, Al-
monte the ex-Minister to France, has also
issucd a proclamation.” He styles himself
an agent of the allied powers; and appeals
to the entire nation urging the establish-
ment of a monarch through French interven-
tion. Probably he is but sounding the
Mexican people in the interest of the French
Ewmperor. He is known to be a person of
(Great influence among certain classes in the
Republic ; and his late relations ia Paris
with the Freoch Government give some
degree of colour to the supposition that
Napoleon holds the string and that Almonte
isﬁt the puppet which moves at the will
of the French Emperor.

The withdrawal of England from the al-
liance does not speak well for the sincerity
of the motives which actuate the French
and Spanish Governments. The interfer-
ence to be drawn from this part on the Eng-
lish contingent can hardly be of equivocal in-
torpretation ; more particularly when coup-
led with the proclamation of Almonte.
Ut less future evénts should very much be-
lie present appearances. France and Spain
are in for a brisk time of it in Mexico. The
next mail may bring word of the commence-
ment of hostilities.— Leader.

MATERIALS IN THEIR INVISIBLE
STATE.
If a piese of silver be put into nitric acid
a clear and oolorless liquid it is rapidly dis-
olved and vanquishes from the sight. The
solution of silver may be mixed with water,
and to a 0e no effect whatever is pro-
duced. Thus in s pail of water we may
dissolve and render visible more than ten
pounds worth of silver, lead and iron; but
every other metal can be treated in the same
| With diesiler results. When ohareoal|
is burned, when eandles is burned, when
paper is  burned, these substances all disap-
pear and become invisible. In fact every ma-
terial which is visible can by ocertain treat-
ment, be rendered invisible. Matter which,
in one condition, is ectl ue and
will not admit t.heleasp‘:d;ay Zf li:l):.t.qto pass
through it, will in an other ray of light be-
come quite t. The cause of this
wonderful effect of the oonditition of the
matter is utterly inexplainable. Philoso-
phers do not even broach theories upon the
subject much less do they endeavor to ex-
plain it. The substances dissolved in water
or burned in the air are not, however, des
troyed or lost.
By certain well known means they can
be recovered and again made visible ; some
exactly in the same state asthey were in
before their invimbility ; others though not
in the same state, can be shown in their
elementary condition ; and thus it can be
proved that having once existed, it nover
ceases to exist, although it can change its
condition like the caterpiller, which becomes
a chrysalis, and then a gorgeous butterfly.
If a pailful of the solution of silver be cast
into the stresm, it is apparently lost by its
dispertion in the water ; it nevertheless con-
tinues to exist. So when a bushel of char-
coal is burned in a stove it disappears, in
oonrequenoe of the gas produced being mix-
ed with the vast atmosphere ; but still the
charcoal is in the air. On the brightest and
sunniest day, when every object can be dis-
tinctly seen above the horizon, hundreds of
tons of charcoal, in an invisible condition,
pervade the air. Glass is a beautiful illus-
tration of the transparenoy which in truth,
is nothing but a mixture of the rust of three
metals.
The power of matter to change its eon-
ditions from solid capaci‘y to limpid trans-
parency causes some rather pussling pheno-
mena. Substance increases in weight, with-
out any t cause; for instance, a
plant goes increasing in weight a hundred
fold for ever atom that is missing from the
earth in which it is growing. Now the
simple explaastion of this is that leaves of
plants have the power of withdrawing the
1nvisible oh from the atmosphere, and
restoring it to its visible rtate in some shape
or other. The lungs of animals and a
smokeless furnace “change matter from its
visible to its invisible state. The gills of

We have
been here since the 3nd ol We drove
the enemy out from this place and they fell
back to Island No, 10; we had no mea.s to
cross the river to the Keutucky side and
give them battle. Com. Foote and his gun-
boat fleet have been bombarding the Island
for 20 days, but they are so strongly enm-
trenched that he cannot do much with them.
On the 6th March we suocceeded in getting
2 gunboats to run their blockade. and four
transports came down through a Bayeau from
Island No. 8 to New Madrid. A perfoct
piece of Yankee wit had to out the trees
down about five feet under water. They
were 12 days 1n making the passage; dis-
tance about ten miles. We crossed the river
under their fire, and after a short engage-
ment they fled in confusion, leaving all their
cannon, tents, and commissary stores. We
had no baggage with us, only three days
cooked rations in our haversacks. We came
out for a fight and were determined to have
the Island or diein the attempt. The first
night we bivouacked in Kentucky, on the
bank of the Mississippi rirer. Next "morn-
ing at early day light we started in pursuit
of the flying rebels. Every bit of the ground
was oovered with muskety knapsacks, ete.
All a](ﬁ the river we found gun after gun
mounted on the river bank to stop us from
crossing, all left there with no one to man
them. We reached Tisstonville, Tennessee,
on Tuesday, and captured about six thous-
and of the enemy withoat firing a gun.
They are counted the flower of the Southern
army—they are chiefly from Alabama, Miss-
issippi, Arkansas, Tennessee, and Kentucky.
We bivouacked there that night, marched to
Island No. 10 next day and captured a num-
ber more prisoners and all their ammunition,
transports, &c. The Island is a very strong
place, and our gunboat fleet ocould do noth-
ing with them. It was the bravery General
Pope had in crossing under their fire that
set them to retreat. This has been ome of
the most sucoessful moves since the breaking
out of the rebelion. It has been raining
all the time since we started on our expeai-
tion.

BREAD FROM HEATED WHEAT.

Wheat which has been exposed to mois-
ture and a fermenting temperature and has
become heated, has always been oonsidered
completely ruined for making bread. If it
is dried and converted into flour, and subject-
ed to fermentation, the dough will not rise,
and if baked, it will not make spoagy, light
bread, The cause of this is the oconversion
of the gluten in the wheat, by its germinat-
ing action, from an insoluble into a soluble
substance and a consequent destruotion of
ite elastioity.

Some new light has lately been thrown
upon this subject by Prof. Nichels, France,
who has made a series of experiments with
such heated wheat. He states that common
salt possesses the quality of restoring the
soluble gluten of germinated wheat to its
original elastic condition, and that good
bread may be made from it by adding 4
ounoes of salt to every 13 lbs. of flour. This
information, if entirely reliable, is of great
importance, because thousands (and perhaps
mi lionsl of bushels of wheat are annually
injured by water and heating, when trans-
ported in bulk on our lakes and canals.
Such wheat sells in New York and other
places for a very few cents per bushel. Tt
is chiefly used for making starch.

The annual report of the Vaccine Com-
mittee was read at a recent meeting of the
French Academy, in which the question of
early vaccination was fully discussed. M.
Depaul, the reporter, states that in spite of
the opposition raised to the vaccination of
new-born children, the researches of the
committee tend to show that this operation
is not more dabgerous in very early life
than at the second or third month. In
private practice, where the chances of variol-
ous .ipfection are much less than in the
wards of an hospital, vaccination may, as a
general rule, be delayed ; but in the latter
case such delays are dangerous, for, from
one hour to another oascs of small-pox may
be admitted. “If all children,” ocountinues
M. Depaul, “were vaocinated within the first
two or three daye after birth, small-pox, al-
ready rarc now in comparison with what it
was ¥ormerly, would, we are convinoed, com-
pletely disappear.” This is an important
subject for investigation by physicians.

SAWDUST IN MANURE.

F.J. Kiuney, of Wayland, Mass., gives,
in the New Engﬁand armer, an interest-
ing account of his use of sawdust for bedd-
ing, as a fertilizer and absorbent.

In January, 1859, he commenced hauling
sawdust and fine ohips from a clothes-pin
manufactory. There were two horses, seven
head of cattle, and several swine on the
farm ; and in course of the year he used
100 cords of this material as bedding for
these animals. The stable floors were oov-
ered with it about six inches decp, and as
fast as that under the swine and oattle be-
eame saturated with urine, it was removed
with the solid excremé#t to the manure
cellar.

SINGULAR DiscovERY.—On the 22nd
March, a young man, enqund in a quarry
in the mwnhng of Baskill, near the ruins of
old monastry Carramore, acoidentally discov-
ered a most singular subterranean excava-
tion. This, on further examination, was
found to be only one of a series of others of
a similar class ; the first room or ocompart-
ment is about 9 feet wide, 5 feet high, and
about 12 feet in length. [t is not a natural
cave, but it is hewn out of the solid rock.
The floor is made of blue clay. Like all
the other compartments, it wants symmetry
and proportion. The height is not uniform
and the roof, which is nearly in the form of
an arch, is about three feet from the surface.
The soil above is rich and well cultivated.
The entrance seems to have been by thia
compartment, and was eifected by descend-
ing through a circular opening, about three
feet in diameter, and which was covered
with a broad stone, At the extremity of

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WRECK oF A STEAMER—FIFTY Lives
Lost.—A telogram from Milford, of the 2nd
says :—Tho steamer Mars bound to Bris.
tol from Waterford,was totally loat last night,
on Crow Rocks, about three miles from the
Haven, during a heavy gale and thick fog.
Six men arrived here from the wreck, and
report about fifty lives lost, and three hund-
red cattle perished. Lloyd's agent has visit-
ed the spot where this vessel was lost, and
reports her sunk in deep water. The body
of a young women has been washed ashore ;
name unknown. Only two of the crew
were saved—named James Case and Joseph
Cross, both of Bristol—and four pigdrivers,
There was nothing saved besides. The
Western Daily Press states that the cap-
tains name i1s Blinman, the mates Mar-
shall, and that these and several of the crew
were Pill men.  The news created the great-
est anxiety at Pill.  The steamer was the
property of the Waterford Steam Naviga-
tion Company. She was of 100 horse power
was of the largest class of steamors, and
rew more water than any other steam ves-
sel from the port of Bristol. The Mars was
the favorite boat between Waterford and
Liverpool for many years, and finally took
the place of the Cammilla between Bristol
and Waterford, it is not known how many of
the crew have been saved. A latter tcle-
gram from Milford, says:—No further im-
portant particulars have been obtained. The
men saved have gone on to Pembroke Dock.
The Mars was bound for Bristol, Portions
of the wreck are coming into Freshwater
West.
