TECHNICAL EDUCATION AS SEEN IN THE

NTINUATION SCHOOLS

MILWAUKEE C0

Local Business Man Also

Visits Artists Exhibit and

the Art Institute in Chicago.

Technical institutions at which valu-
able data on equipment and other
matters could be secured by the
Advisory Industrial Committee and
the Collegiate Board in their itinerary
for information previous to deciding
on the matter of a new technical
school for this city are the so-called
continuation in Milwaukee.
These were among the interesting places
visited by Mr. J. Walter, eity, on a
recent trip to that city and Chieago.

These Milwaukee schools are in-
stitutions at which boys between
the ages of fourteen and eighteen must
attend for a total of eight hours or
The emphasis
is on the word ‘must’ for the course
Loss of time eaused by
illness must be made up by the student.
As far as the girls are concerned at-
tendance is not eompulsory but quite

barrier be-|g pumber of them are in attendance.}

Milwaukee has three. such technical
schools, one in the centre of the city,
one in the south, and one in the northern
end. Asked about the character of
the instruction that is imparted Mr.
Walter said:

“Among subjects taught
are practically all trades, espeeially
those that are popular and those which
the neighborhood requires. They in-
clude carpentry, tinsmithing, machine
lines, mechanical drawing, architectural
drawing and freehand drawing. They
are conducting the schools in the
right way and are getting results.
Their system is working out splendidiy.”

“What *about the payment of the

cost of the sehools?”
“Both the city and the state pay
cost of the
erection of the schools in the first place
was borne by the eity but for mainten-
ance the city receives a grant from the
state every year. In the last six
years the sum of $100,000 to $130,000
has been expended on each of the three
schools.”

Incidentally Mr. Walter referring to
the local evening technical classes said:

“The work we started in our evening
classes is away ahead of some of that
which I saw over there, that is in the
quality of work that we are doing.
This fact shows we are going ahead here
but, we must have the right kind of
leaders. But this eity must expend
quite & sum of money and do it soon.

Personally, I will never rest until we
have done this and thereby seenred
what we need.”
