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momensity stretching out on every side,
above the blue expanse of heaven, which
seems spread over the leafy foliage like
arich transparent drapery, what music
there in the sighing breeze, filling the
soul with heavenly pensive contempla-
tion—what music in the sweeping wind.
And was it not this that suggested the
organ, that grand instrument, 8o ~much
used in religious worship. Certain it is
that it sprang from a religious wind, and
that its place by excellence is
in the Church, Nowhere, perbaps,
will man be more impressed with his
own littleness and the ommpotent
power of the great Creator than out
amidst the giant trees of the boundless
forest, And as in the great Cathedrals,
with their buttresses rising up and ter-
minatingabruptly like the broken tiunks
of trees, snd tbeir ceilings sculptured
with foliage of various kinds, Christian
architecture eought to give an idea of
the weods, so the mueician by means of
the organ has introduced the breezes
that murmur and the wild winds ‘that
roar in the recesses of the forest, What
shall I eay of the organ, that noblest and
most princely of musical instruments,
whether contidered in regard to the
grandeur and beauty of its sounds, the
variety of its powere, or the eacred
purposes to which it 18 dedicated,
According to St. Augustin, the organ is
a very spcient instrument of music,
However, he tells us that the name was
originally spplied to sny wusical instru-
ment, and it was oply in the course of
time that it wes exclusively used to
designate that “sorld of sounds” which
we call the organ, The period when
organs were introduced into the churches
of western Europe is very uncertain.
Pope Vitalion is ruppoeed to have been
the first toadmit it about the year G70.
The Greek Emperor Copronymus sent
one as a present to Pepin, king ot
France, in 756, In the tenth century
they bad become common. Whilst
other instruments were applied to pro-

fane uses the orgap in & special manner
remained conseciated to the highest

purpoges of religion, What a noble
symbol of the Christian  Church,
what colors and tongues and peoples
in the bosom of Christianity, ditler
ing in drees, customs and mannpers,

separated by interestg, politics and gov-
ernments yet all united in the same faith:
just as the organ, with its stops and
pipes and multiplied varieties of notes
blended together, forms one little world
of melodious harmony, ¢

What a wonderful influence it exer-
cises c¢n the congregation! Into the
church the congregation ccmes, the
solemn tread of hoary old age, the light,
buoyaut steps of youth;the wrinkled brow
and the fresh bloom of youth; the rich,
the poor, the preud, the humble; the
ambitious man with thoughts of honor
and distinction; the avaricious with
thoughts of gain, the weary heart bowed
down with care; the laborer think-
ing of the heat and toil of the day,
the lawyer of his clients, the doctor of
his patients, the banker of his stock.
Into the church they come with a thou.
pand varying thoughts, then the organ
swells upon the air, the soft notes of the
Tantum Ergo strike the ear, and the
thoughts and affections of all are borne
upward to the throne of God.

What wonder the royal prophet tells
us to use it in praising God ! What won-
der the Church encourages music, and
throws around it the protecting mantle
of her blessing to teach us that its high-
est and noblest use is to elevate our
thoughts and aflections and to
agsist us in praising God. Music was
intended not only to cheer but
to improve mankind, Hence she be-
came the handmaid of religion,her mission
on earth divine, and in no other sphere,
like unto that of sacred melody, did she
soar to loftier flights, win brighter laurels,
or pour forth more enrapturing strains.
Here her magic power produced grand
and lasting fruits and many an untutored
savage, deaf to every call, sank down
beneath her heavenly spell in adoration
to the triune God. Her voice became a
powerful engine of good.  She breathed
in touching strains the lamentations of a
Jeremiah, the sutlime effusions of a
David, and poured the celestial balm of
consolation into  wounded hearts,
strengthened the drooping spirit and
sang with bewitching sweetness of a
brighter land, In the midst of lamps,

altars  of gold, torches and
norfumes  with  organ  and  many
a well tuned instrument, she

nas transported, ameliorated and filled
with holy rapture countless thousands,
Gio listen to some of those grand old
bymns, around which clusters the mem-
ory of centuries, see the multitude
swaying to its melody like the golden
corn fields to the brecze of heaven,

Instance the “T'e Deum,” a hymn of
thanksgiving to the Creator, grand and

lofty in its sentiments, breathing the
very soul of music ;—what a response it
finds in every heart, how it elevates the

soul and makes it thrill with what 1s
truly good and truly beautiful,

Instance the “Miserere,” the cry of
the prophet king for mercy, thecry of
many a weary heart in every age since
then; how it moves the profoundest
depths of the human soul. Yes, she has
been indeed a  bright etherial
messenger to man, singiog  her
glad songs to him in  moments
of joy, and pouring out her love, plain-
tive, soothing melody, when tears be.
spoke the lonely heart,

Such is the nobler mission of music
on earth, But she stops not here, un.
like her sister arts, painting and sculp-
ture and architecture, which will finish
their career on earth,—she will soar up
above the decorations of earth, above its
mountain summits, its minarets and
towers and cloud piercing spires;—and
when all their proudest trophies will be
mingled with the dust, she will seek her
native home in the glad city of the king
of peace; she will enter with sounds
harmonious through the golden portals
of heaven and mingle with kindred
melodies through endless time. Our
song and our music here should, like the
hymn of the angels around Bethlehem’s
cave, tend to cement our hearts and fill
them with charity towards our fellow
man; should tend to the honor of God,
who gave this heavenly messenger to
cheer us on through the valley of death
and over the enchanted ground, and up

bright land, where she is ever sending
up her glorious hallelujabs, ever dying

JOHN’S

To the Editor of the Enterprise:
DEAR SiR—As the dedication of St.
John’s Church, Arthur, is to take p'ace on
Sunday, the 26th inst, and as there is
only one other Roman Catholic Church
dedicated in the diocese of Hamilton,
owing to the existence of debt a condensed
report of the history and progress of the
Church in Arthur, for the past forty.fonr
years may be interesting to some of youi
readers, And for that purpose it will ba
necersary to commence about the year
1842, when this as well as most parts of
the then counties of Wellington, Waterloo
and Girey, was little better than a howling

wilderness, In those days the population
was composed of all shales of denomina-
tions, but the Roman Catholics were the

only class which received spiritual, or in
fact any kind of instructions, At thattime
Rev, Father Gibney, of Guelph, was pas-
tor, and his mission extended from there

to Owen Sound and almost as far
in other directions, The rev, gentle
man, as well as circumstances would

permit, attended those entrusted to his
epiritual care, but the introduction
of either churches or schools throughout
this vast wilderness was not at that time
thought of. Private residences as they
would now be styled—then they were
called shanties were the only substitutes
for churches. The priest sometimes
accompanied, but often alone, went from
one part to ancther on foot, carrying his
vestments and often some of the neces.

success. The same obstacles which bad
before impedel his success he was forced
again to emcounter, but in epite of the
mapy privations that almost incessantly
retarded his progress he manfully strug-
gled oz, prompted ovly by his meny
sterling qualitics aud his great anxiely
for the advancement of those
entrusted to his charge. A great many
undertakings now filled the mind of the
good cure,  Ability be had, but means
were not at his dispoeal, The Separate
school of Arthur like that of many a
kindred institution in the Province was
a humble one, a dilapidated log building
of the poorest type. ‘The chureh, a wooden
structure, was fast becoming incapable of
holding the rapidly increasivg number of
his flock, His tender solicitation for the
youthful members of the Congregation
prompted him first to provide for their
educational advancement. Consequently
his first step to put his plans into execu-
tion was to establish a small but substan-
tial school in the village of Arthur.
Further in the summer of *73 he succeeded
by pressing solicitation in inducing the
Sisters of St. Joseph, of Ham-
ilton, who have ever since conducted
with untiring zcal, the manage-
ment of the school, Too much praise
cannot be given to thoee good Sisters, who
kindly volunteered to sacrifice their
strength and abilities for the advancement
of education in the poor mission of Arthur.
The Rev. Father next turned his atten-
ti'n to the crowning act of his missionary
labors in Arthur, viz., the erection of the
present beautiful charch with its ample
accommodative facilities, and which can
be truly called one of the finest churches
in the Diocese of Hamilton, the erection
and completion of which placed the Rev.
Geontleman in the front ranks of zealous
pricsts, And although it was expected
that he would desire to remain in Atthur
and reap the reward of his untiring energy
and zeal finding himself physically declin-
ing, he asked for; and was granted the
Walkerton Mission of which he ill the
much esteemed pastor. Rev, JFather
Doherty, the present highly esteemed
and ¢flicient incumbent was then appointed
to further the advancement of the Arthur
Mission, and although the present magni
ficent church was built and a goodechool in
operation, there was nevertheless, a heavy
burden to be removed. Father Doberty,
however, was equal to the occasion, and
although the church debt was a source of
great anxiety to the late Bishop Crinnon,
it has been completely obliterated in the
space of four years. And this is not all.
A heavy incumberance on the R. C.
Cemetery has been paid off, and one of
the most, in fact the most, magnificent
separate &chool in the Diocese has
been completed. While these facts
require no comment, but etand out
in bold relief ; it must be grati-
fying to the Rev. Father Dohertyas well
as to all who have aided in their
accomplishment, to feel that the Church
and church property in Arthur stands
on equal footing with that of any in
Ontario, I have already taken up too
much on your space Mr. Editor, but
before closing I would just like to re-
mark that all these strides in the way of
progress and enlightenment have been
accomplished without trespassing in the
slightest degree upon the feelings or
opinions of our seperated brethren. On
the contrary, a better feeling than that
existing between the Roman Catholics
of Arthur, and their fellow citizens of
other denomirations, could not well be
conceived, and this report would be still
more imperfect than it is did it not bear
testimony to that fact. Thanking you,
Mr, Editor, for the privilege of occupy-
ing 50 much of your space I remain yours
