An Act to regulate the Conveyance of printed
Newspapers by Post between the United King-
dom, the British Colonies, and Foreign Parts.

[13th August 1834.]

HEREAS by an Act passed in the Fourth Year of the
‘;‘; Reign of His late Majesty King George the Third, inti-
tuled An dct jfor preventing Frauds and Abuses in 4G.3.c. 24
relation to the sending and recetving of Leiters and Packets free s.6.
Sfrom the Duty of Postage, reciting that forasmuch as it had been
usual for the Clerks in the Offices of His Majesty’s Principal
Secretaries of State, and also for certain Officers in the Office of
His Majesty’s Postmaster General, to frank printed Votes and
Proceedings in Parliament, and printed Newspapers to be sent by
the Post, it was therefore enacted, that it should and might be
lawful for such Clerks and Officers as aforesaid, being thereunto
licensed by His Majesty’s Principal Secretaries of State or His
Majesty’s Postmaster General respectively, to continue to frank such
printed Votes and Proceedings in Parliament and printed News-
papers in such Manner as they had theretofore been accustomed. to
frank the same : And whereas by an Act passed in the Forty-second
Year of the Reign of His said late Majesty King George the Third,
intituled An Act to authorize the sending and receiving of Lelters 42 G.3.c.63.
and Packets, Votes, Proceedings in Parliament, and printed News- s11-
papers by the Post, ﬁige Jrom the Duty of Postage, by the Members
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
