they're in a program.... it’s because
they're poorly counselled,”
Demers says.

“People are coming in with
grade point averages of 3 and 4....
one such B.A. student came in and
said he was going to be a psy-
chologist.”

“He wanted money but
default was written all over him,”
Demers says.

In fact, Demers says the
Alberta government would be
embarassed at the number of
loans which are simply not paid
back.

“In any such system (of
student loans) there will be
corruption and contamination,”
he says.

Instead of making people go
into debt to ‘get an education,
Demers suggests the government
pay all the costs of education.

“If they're willing to pay 90
percent of tuition fees why not pay
for the whole thing?” Demers
asks.

“The government shouldn't
make people who need to borrow
money pay that token 1Q percent
— they should give it to them.”
