This request is made In ae rruoh as it 
would now seem Impossible to make a payment of inter* 
est money to the Indians, byr the time we wish to 
start our spring work.

The Indians need some money to 
purbhaee extra food, small necessities for their 
work, such as sweàt pads, repairs to harness and 
other goods which we do not supply out of the Vacua* 
branoe credit just received. This latter being 
reserve for the actual repairs parts to drill#, 
discs, cultivators, plows etc., and to the sharia 
enlng b# blacksmiths df plow shares and cultivator 
shoes etc.

I would, therefore, recommend to 
the Departs «it the date I have set out above, and 
I trust that the Department will concur.
