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shared, year in and year out, day in and day out, the 

obligations, the anxieties, the privations, as well as 

the joys, and other compensations, which come to those 

whose lives are dedicated to the service of their country# 

It is a fine commentary upon the noble purpose which 

underlay the lives of the late Minister of Justice and 

Madame Lapointe that the tradition of public service thus 

exemplified by their parents, is being so fittingly carried 

on by those who suffer the loss of their father today, 

and who are so splendidly upholding, as an example to their 

own and future generations, the fine traditions of their 

early home.
