BBV. ANDREW BPBTZ

The intelligence was received here 
today of the death of Rev. Andrew 
Spetz in St. Louie, Mo., a brother of 
Rev. T. Spetz, city. Hie death 
occurred thie morning and wae due 
to heart failure.

The late Rev. Spetz wae born Dec. 
16bh, 1858, near Waterloo town and 
he received hie earlier education in 
the Separate School of thie city. 
Snbsequently he studied at St. 
Jerome'e College, and theology at the 
Gregorian University, Rome. He 
wae ordained at Adrianople, Turkey, 
July 4Gh, 1884, where he labored till 
1888. He became vice rector of the 
Polish Seminary, Rome, which poei 
tion he held until 1893. He was pro 
feasor at St. Mary’s College, Kentucky 
until 1896, at St. Stanislaus Church, 
Chicago, until 1914 and he wae again 
with St. Mary’s College, Ky., till 1916. 
Since last September he has been 
rector of the new House ot Studies 
ot the Congregation of the Resur­
rection at St. Louis, Mo.

To mourn hisloss there survive the 
Rev. Theobald Spetz, a brother, Mrs. 
Matthias Kiefer and Miss Josephine 
Spetz, sisters, all ot this city. ,

It ie rather amusing to read in the 
papers that a couple.of small sects 
are getting together with a view of 
establishing Christian unity. It 
reminds one of the tailors of Tooley 
street. At the same time we wel­
come anything that makes- for an 
approach to Christian unity.

There are millions of good people 
who desire unity, who are praying 
for it. They realize that unity of 
doctrine and-government is essential 
to the Church of Christ. This is not 
surprising since Christ so frequently 
and plainly spoke ot it as a distin 
guishing mark ot His Church. The 
surprising thing is that they can 
close their eyes lo a fact which stares 
them in the face.

This is the significant and unques 
tionably historic fact that there has 
been for nineteen centuries a great 
Christian body presenting just such 
unity as Cbriet prayed for, and the 
sundered sects are striving for at 
the present time. This Christian 
body known as the Catholic Church 
embraces to-day more than one half 
of those professing Christianity of 
any form. The vast bulk of all who 
bear in any way the Christian name 
are at one with it in practically every 
one of its teachings. Where Protest­
antism disagrees, the separated 
Greek Church is in accord in every­
thing except allegiance to the Roman 
Pontiff. For many centuries this 
Church, with its centre in Rome, was 
practically the only Christianity. 
Its children have brought every 
nation which today owns the sway 
ot Christ under the standard ot the 
Cross.

Here is an outstanding fact which 
demands explanation, on the part of 
those who profess to be anxious to 
bring about the unity for which 
Jesus prayed on the last night ot His 
mortal life. It is impossible to see 
how they can account for the fulfil­
ment ot hie prayer in the Catholic 
Church, and the very contrary in 
their own scattered fragments. It 
would be difficult to maintain with a 
serious face that the majestic and 
world-wide unity ot races and tem­
peraments ot the most diverse char 
acter under the pastoral crook of the 
Pontiff now, as in the days of Peter, 
a prisoner, is a work of human policy 
and that the sects united by every 
material tie yet continually falling to 
pieces are of divine origin. — The 
Catholic Sun, Syracuse.
