The ‘‘masfodon’’ (mastodon giganteus)
was an omniverous animal, and ate
both flesh and grass: while the ‘‘mam-
moth’’ was strictly only grass and leaf-
eating animals The teeth of the ‘‘mas-
todon’’ are deeply indénted with four
tidges,” from two to four inches in
depth, and the sharp ridges of the up-
per teeth fit closely into the deep cavi-
ties of the lower teeth with a grinding,
sidewise motion. The surface of the
teeth of the ““‘‘mammoth’’ are flat, like
the grinding teeth of the cow, horse,
sheep,’ or other true grass.eating ani-
mal. The ““mammoth’’ had two fong
eurved tusks of fvory (a pair of these
tusks medsured 21 feet and 23 feet in
length, hut the usual length is abont
23 feet) projecting from its upper jaw
in a part of a section of three curvis.
The ‘‘mastodon’” bad -two shorter and
stronger chirved tusks of ivory in its up-
pér jaw, but in addition, had, project-
ing trom its lower jaw, ope and some
timres, three, pairs of straight, dagger-
like tusks of ivory from three to six
feet in jength, which it evidently used
