Seeing that 
we had lots of time to get to Harvey Station 
before night, we celled to see how some of 
our old subscribes were getting along.

Lcagher and Mr. Marshall we founfall busy 
on their farms, and as chatty and jolly as

of the people. But we must get along 
faster. Tobo Lake stretched out before us 
and Acton Settlement was soon reached, 
and still the succession ot Gleaner sub­
scribers colrtinued, causing us to wonder 
where the rest of the Fredericton papers cir 
culated. And just here let us say that be­
fore we got far on our trip we concluded 
that they did not circulate at all. There 
are many fine farms in Acton. The grass 
and other crops lood remarkably well 
When we reached the Cork Road, we de­
cided to drive in to Harvey Station without 
making any stops, as we intended com­
ing back the next day to see our friends iu 
Cork. The station was soon reached, and 
our horse was put up in the Lome Hotel 
stables for the night. It was not long be­
fore Miss Saunuers, the proprietress of the 
hotel, knew who we were, for, scarcely had 
we got inside before we were informed that 
she Lad not got her last week’s Glkankh 
yet. We, of course, knew nothing about the 
delay, but made it all right by giving her 
•ue of our sample copies, which was the 
wanting number? and before the night 
over she had read

for the last week. But thia had nothing to 
do with tea, which was soon ready, and 
which told us that the nack of good cook­
ing was thoroughly known at Harvey, 
ter tea we went out to look tound the vil­
lage, which is quite a thriving little place. 
The farmers iu the surrounding country do 
most of their trading with the stores which 
are all well stocked with goods of all kinds. 
There roust be seven or eight stores in the 
village, all of which stem to have a big run. 
The tonsorial artist at Harvey Station was

"country, and can take in the beautiful 
scenery while the scissors are at work. Per­
haps there is a wrinkle here fty our city bar­
bers. But we did not forget our mission, 
and called at the stores to look after sub­
scriptions for The Gleaner. We saw though 
that nothin v could he done in that direction, 
as all the storekeepers were already sub­
scribers. In Mr. Holland’s store we met Mr. 
Michael Donohue, who has been a subscriber 
of The Gleaner since its first issue. Mr. 
Di hue is the blacksmith at Harvey, 
seifrét^bis time in Fredericton and has done 
business at the station for 12 years. His 
business has increased so rapidly that for 
the past three or four years ihe has had a 
journeyman to assist him. In one week 
lately Mr. Donohue and bis assistant shod 
seventy-six horses, which may give one an 
idea of the immense run he has. There are 
tew blacksmiths in the city who can show 

A Belter Record Than Tble.
But Mr. Donohue is not only a blacksmith 
but a "grit,” and by the way these are 
somewhat numerous throughout the whole 
parish. Politics were discussed, but the 
discussion was all one-sided-1-“gritly” in­
deed. Time passes quickly when you get 
into a conversation with such newsy and 
chatty men as Michael Donohue and Daniel 
Holland, so before we knew where we were 
it was time to start again for the hotel, 
which we did, and this was our experience 
for the first day in this interesting section of 
country.

Next morning half-past six saw us on the 
way to Cork through Acton Settlement. 
Before dinner time ten subscriptions were 
taken and a number of bills collected,which 
leaves this settlement with very few houses 
wanting The Gleaner. We found it nec­
essary on reaching the Cork road to drive 
down as far as Hood’s for dinner, which we 
did not regret when we saw the table spread. 
After dinner we met Mr. Alex. Hood, who, 
while talking about the jubilee celebrations, 
told us that he was in Frederictan

The drive through Cork is indeed a de­

lightful one, being only surpassed by that 
through Tweedside next day. The roads 
are fine, being free from all ruts. The grass 
and other crops in Cork are well up.

We arrived at the station again before tea, 
and, after enjoying another hearty meal, we 
took a walk up the track accompanied by 
Mr. Donohue, to the “ledge" on the side of 
the lake, which was cut through at the time 
of the building of the railway. That man 
could cut through such a mass of rock seems 
impossible. The solid rock must be sixty 
or seventy feet in height at the highest 
point, and extend thirty or forty yards 
along tbe track. The ooatractoM ef Ihe 
work wet* two Englishmen, Berryman and 
Rutch by name. They completed their con­
tract ia a year. The 
» Old Lo* Cabin,
in which they lived, and at which all tbe 
money was paid out, is to be seen near tbe 
station, opposite Mr. Donoghue'e blacksmith 
shop. It is a pretty old looking place how, 
and is not in use; but nevertheless stands 
there as the first building in the village. It 
is said that the contractors cleared about 
$30,000 on the work. One of them after­
wards died in the aaylnm.

Harvey Lake is a grand place for filing 
and boating. Parties of young people are 
to be seen every evening rowing or sailing 
on the water. Large trout are caught in 
abundance.

day for the celebration of our Queen’s jubili 
was at hand. Trains came pouring in from 
the country from early morning, and before 
8 o’clock tbe principal streets were throng­
ed with people.

During the previous night it rained at in­
tervals, and the streets were very muddy 
I’he wind had not shifted from the rainy 
quarter, but thinking that perhaps it would 
clear up about half-past six o'clock, the 
calitbumpiaus started on their line of march. 
They marched through the principal streets 
in St. Stephen, thence to Milltown, then 
they crossed over to Calais, Milltown, 
thence to Calais and back to St. Stephen. 
The calithumpian procession preceded by 
twelve mounted knights was one of the 
finest processions of the kind got up in these 
parts. The most attractive feature of the 
procession was the sea-serpent, an animal 
being about 60 feet long.

Much, however, to the disappointment of 
large numbers, it rained heavily all the 
morning, and in consequence, the military 
and civic parade did not take place.

At 12 o'clock it ceased raining for a little, 
and the band,accompanied by a large crowd, 
proceeded to the school grounds when the 
firing of the royal sainte and the feu de joie 
were to take place Here, also, if the 
weather bad been fine, IIis Honor Judge 
Stevens weald have delivered the jubilee 
oration, but the weather proving unfavor­
able tfie committee of management decided 
to postpone the delivering of the oration 
until evening.

A Livery Htnble at CarllHtn. Me., Burned

Fitzpatrick at Caribou was discovered to be 
on fire. Although three men wore sleeping 
in the baru at the time the fire bad gained 
such headway before being discovered that 
very little time remained to get anything 
out.

These were 
burned together with nearly all tbe car­
riages, harness, sleighs and coaches of the 
firm besides a large quantity of oats and 
other feed.

IS 1Ï MARK KINNEY ?
River Drivers Find the Corpse 

of a Man at the Head of 
Savage Island,

Which They Bury Without 
a Funeral Note, Under an 

Old Birch Tree.

Some drivers who were at work on Friday 
last twitching lumber from the head of Sav-^ 
age Island found the dead body of a man 
floating in tbe water a abort distance from 
the island shore along the Grand Pass. The 
corpse was first discoreied by Mr. James 
Wiseley, foreman of the boom operations. 
He relates that having seen what he believed 
to be a man’s body in thé water, he told 

i. Beck, driver of Dunlap's team, who 
waded out in the river and towed the re­
mains to the shore and made them fast to a 
tree. The report that reached town on Sun­
day ti*t the body was buried on the island 
without any inquest being held was incor­
rect far as the latter statement goes. The 

«men, later in the day, summoned a 
coroner from Douglas, who held an iuqueat 

the remains; but nothing was revealed to 
identify the body or disclose how the un­
fortunate unknown came by bis death. 
After the inquest, the men mada a rough 
coffin, dug a grave under an old birch tree 
that s fonda ai the head of the island, in 
which they interred the rudely coffined re­
mains without a funeral note. A wooden 
slab with some obscure scribbling thereon 
marks the lonely island grave.

Since the finding of the body, and its in­
formal burial have been reported, con­
siderable speculation is naturally indulged 
in si to who the man was or where he 
belonged. No drowning accidents of any 

| have been reported along the river 
above this point for several months past. 
Thq body is said to have been in a good 
stoic of preservation, and tbe men who saw 
and handled it do not believe that the man 
could possibly have been dead longer than

month. Beek relates that tbe body was 
clothed in light coarse homespun, which was 
bat a little tattered. Ha had one boot on. 
Tlfp body appeared to be that of a man about 
fifty years of age. He was a short, thick 
set man, had long hair and face covered 
with straggling whiskers. On examining 
the pockets, all that was found in them 
were seven loose cents and a T. D. pipe.

Borne say who saw the remains, among 
Whom are Mr. Wisley and Mr. Dunpby, of 
Douglas, that they are those of Mark Kin- 

, who for many tears past has lived 
about tho town here, formerly in the employ 
of Simmons’ tannery. Mark has only occa­
sionally been seen in the city daring the 
Hist twelve months, and those who know 
him best say that he has been working in a 
tannery at Shogomoc or Southampton. He 
was last seen in the city iom< time the first 
of May. Owing to his drink habits, very 
few, if any, knew anything 
concerning bis whereabouts, although 
he was connected with some of the best 
families in town. Kinney was a man be­
tween 50 and 60 years of age and unmarried. 
The fact that he had no one particularly in­
terested in his welfare, and that he came 
and went nobody knew where, confirms the 
belief that in his wanderings about he may 
have1 met with some accident by which he 
lost his life, and which may account for the 
mysterious finding of the unclaimed and un­
recognized corpse on Savage island. Others 
of the boum men who viewed the remains 
and who are acquainted with Kinney say 
they bore uo semblance whatever to the 
man. A man named Phillip McGanis, in 
the employ .of the boom company, has been 
missing the last eight or ten days, but the 
body gave uo evidence of beiug that of the 
missing man. Unless circumstanced simi­
larly to Kinney, it is difficult to imagine 
how one so advanced in years, should have 
been drowned or killed around here without 
being missed by some one. ' The finding of 
tho body is not generally known yet, and it 
may be that when the facts are fully known 
additional light will be thrown on the sub­
ject of the lonely grave.

His Honor in addressing the grand jurors 
said there was nothing to be brought before 
them for their consideration. There was no 
one at present in the jail charged with crim­
inal offences. It was gratifying to him and 
he knew it must bo to them, that such was 
tbe case. He referred with much satisfac­
tion to the absence of crime in the city and 
county durteg. late years. When a crime 
was committed it was his duty to punish the 
offender; but he did not care about doing it, 
and it afforded him much pleasure to find 
the county jail empty aud no one charged 
with a criminal offense. His llouor, in con­
tinuing, said he knew all the men personally 
who composed the grand jury, and ho knew 
if there was any business to be brought be­
fore them, it would receive their most care­
ful consideration. But he wished to make 
an observation with regard to the oath they 
had just taken. Some cases had recently 
been brought before tho attention of the 
grand jury, in which there was a wide dif­
ference of opinion. It should not have been 
known what opinions were expressed or 
what grounds were taken by individual 
jurors iu the jury room, butsuchdid become 
known to the public. No person sworn on 
a grand jury had any right to go outside of 
the jury.room and disclose what transpired 
within. He should hold sacred what his 
fellow-jurors say and do. He could not dis­
miss them without referring to the improved 
appearance of the court room since he last 
sat there. Marked improvements had been

made. He wished tho municipality had gone 
a little further and added blinds to the win­
dows and also extended the carpeting on the 
floor to decrease the noise while the court 
was in session.

Tbe grand jury was then dismissed from 
further attendance at the court. The follow­
