BOARD WILL STICK TO THE

CIVIC COAL DEPARTMENT.

City Hall People Still

Looking For Promised

Visit From Hon. Adam Beck.

The ecity’'s fuel department will not
be abolished this year at any rate. May-
or Stewart and Ald. Bailey, Chairman of
finance, appeared before the Finance
Committee of the Board of Education
yesterday afternoon, and pointed out
that if the schools stopped taking coal
under the old arrangement with the Fuel
Committee it mean the city would have
to give up bringing in hard coal, and
that the board after this year would be
left at the mercy of the alleged coal
combine. The committee decided to
continue its old arrangement with the
city. It is probable, however, that one
or two of the caretakers will be appoint-
ed as inspectors, as Chairman Watkins
#aid he had received complaints last year
from nearly all the inspectors about the
quality of the coal.

The trustees aleo discussed the re-
fusal of the city to hand over its ap-
propriation monthly. It was agreed
that in view of the fact that $2,000 was
set aside in the estimates for interest
that the point would not be urged this
year, but the city will be given suffi-
cient warning at the end of the year
that hereaffer the board wants its
money monthly. The city's interest is
compounded quarterly, while the board’s
is added monthly. Secretary Foster will
see the bank officials and find out if an
arrangement similar to that with the
city ean not be made. It was said the
School Board has no power to borrow:
that it can only spend money for school

and that it is not legal for it
interest to the bank or for the
accept the money, and that

arrangement could be upset on the pro-
test of any ratepayer.

Crashing glass announced the opening
of the attoek, as the eollegians hurled
a brick through a front window of the
theatre, and from that moment pande-
monium reigned. Windows not only
in the Star Theatre, but of adjoining
buildings, were shattered by fusillades
of rocks, and the students finally at-
tacked ihe building in “rush” forma-
tion and practically tore out the front.

THEATRE WRECKED BY STUDENTS

Ann Arbor Star Theatre Attacked---Moving Picture Machine and Piano Smashed---
Police Defied and General Riot---Over Twenty Students Locked Up.

The police were powerless, the students
jeering at the officers and stealing their
helmets for souvenirs, and when the
fire department was summoned to
drench the crowd with water, the boys
ran away with 100 feet of hose.

When the hose was recovered Chair-
man Millard, ot the Board of Fire Com-
missioners, ordered the firemen to re-
turn to their station, declaring no one
had any right to call out the firemen
for such duty.

President Angell, the venerable head
of the university, vainly pleaded with the
young men, and asked them to disperse,
but his words could not be heard twenty
feet away in the turmoil.

A bugle eall sounded at the local ar
mory, indicating that the State militia
were preparing to turn out, calmed the
rioting students at last, and about mid
night the mob began to disperse. It
was not until 1 o'clock, however, that
quiet was restored. Some of the polica
and several students were slightly hurt,
but luckily no serious injuries resulted.
