PRINCE OF
WAIES PRIZE.

It Has Beer Won by Canadians

Several Times.

The splendid vietory Black
burn, of Winnipeg, in the Prince of
Wales' mateh at Bisley yesterday re
calls the fact that this prize, next in
importance 1o the King’s, has been
brought to Canada a good many times
in the past 30 years

It was Col. J. M. Gibson, now Lieu
tenant-Governor of untario, then a cap
tain in the Thirteenth Regiment, who
first won it. That was in 1870

Again the honor eame to Hamiiton in
18582, when Lieut. Wm. Mitcheil won the
Prince of Wales'. Lieut. Mitchell was
not at that time a member of the Thir-
teenth, but of the 32nd Bruce Regiment.
However, he had learned to shoot with
the Thirteenth, his mother regiment.

Staff-Sergl. Tom Mitehell, of this city,
who is doing well at Bisley this year, is |
a nephew of L ieut. Wm, \lm)ull Shoot |
ing runs in vhe Mitehell blood.

Nor is this year's victory the first
for Winnipeg. In 1887 Pte. Gillies, of
the 90th Regiment, carried off the same
trophy.

In 1889 Staff-Sergt. T. H. Hayhurst,
then a member of one of the old coun-
try regiments, won the Prince of Wales',

and a few ye later was the first to
bring the “Queen’s” to Canada, when a
member of the Thirteenth, with which

he has been connected for the past 17
ears.

In 1891 Capt. McMicking, of Niagara
Falls, won the Prince of Wales’, and in
1898 Lieut. Robertson, of Dundas, tied
for the prize, but lost in the shoot off.
