vast Indian river system navigable by the
ships of the great maritime nations who now
trade with British India. The city of Cal-
cutta itsell, stands about 100 miles from
the sea, on the western bank of this noble
siream.  From this point inland, to near
the town of Rujmabal, which stands on the
Ganges somewhat above the first dividing
of that river, the navigation, even for the
small nutive craft that use it, is dangerous
and uncertain, and the growing commerce
of the country has ied to the projection of a
ruilway connecting the grand stream with
the Hooghly. This undertuking has been
pushed sucersstully onward, until it beging
to prretrate the lust portion of the region
to be pusscd over. Liere it approuches the
borders of the hilly country of the Sautals.
These are a race of mountaineers very
different in many respects from the Hin-
!dvos and also from the Mahomedin popula-
tion of India. Their idolatry is of a more
simple und colder nature, and they have
nothing of the casle of the Hindoo, nor does
/it seom, as il they had the deep bigotry of
the Mahomedan.  With wany of the vices
of the suvage, this people are said to evince
an honesty und love of truth unusaal among
the natives of India. One of the most
Mierce and fatal of insurrections has burst
[out among the Santals, and descending
{frem their hills,they have destroy ed villages
iu! the more penceful inhabitants of the low-
Irr country in indiscruminate fury. 1t was
ut first said, that unjust and licentious con-
duct on the part of these employed on the'
raflway had provoked the rismng. It was
[nlso reported, that the approsch of the ruil-
way had led them to dread the idea of their
?c--unlry being seized, and their liberties
ldestroyed.  These reports, however, are
completely set aside by the discovery of a
proclamation on the person of one of their
{leaders. It states that the Suuntals have
been oppressed by the Bergalee money
lenders who had settled in their hijle, that
!llwy were also oppressed by the Amlahs,
{or natuve officers of our Government, from
whom they could obtain no redress, and
{that those oppressions were * the gsins of
;llu- Sahibs, " —that is, that the Gove pament
was responsible for them; that the Santals
| were, therefore to take up aims 1o redress
jtheir own wrongs; that their Thikoor, or
god, had Lecome incarnate aid the house os
Sindoo Mangeo, through whom all commu-
nications to him would be made. The pro-
clamation directs the Santals to assemble
at the appointed rendezvous, and promise,
them the sovercignty of the whole couutry
on the right bank of the Ganges and Bha-
girutea, This indicates that the evil is one
of gradusl and c.nsiderable growth,
