WHAT AN EMGLISH VISITOR SAW.

[Liverpool Times.]

Three representatives of the
North of England miners are at
present investigating the condi-

popuiation. They write their
experience in the Newcastle
Chronicle, and write them well.
The letter, which appeared last
Monday, signed by Mr. James
Birkett was from DBarna, near
Galway. We cannot reproduce
the communication in full, but
a few extracts will suffice to
give an idea of the discoveries
thethree gentlemen are mak-
ing.

Bama is a collection of erec-
tions dispersed along the road-
side for about half a mile. There
are probably over fifty of these
dwellings. They are, with
three or four exceptions, built of
gtones thrown loosely on top of
each other, with mud in the
middle of the wall to hinder tke
wind from blowing through
They have all at one time or
another, been thatched, but in
most cases the straw is now bu-
ried béneath a plentifui crop of
weeds and low rank grass. They
have all been built by the ten-
ants themselves, and their ideas
of house-building have been, it

- seems, quite radimentry. Ien-
tered adwelling standing near
of the
family ‘were away inGalway. A
girl,about nine years of age,was
sittingon the floor, near the
hearth, nupon which were a
couple of half barnt clods of
turt that had expired. - The girl
was rocking a sort of box that
answered for a cradle, and on a
collection ofrags in a corner, an-
swering for-a bed, laying a little
fellow about three years old,
sleeping calmly. There was
nothing gvorthy the name of
'fﬁrnitmfvi ‘ house, and
the earthen®#@or was a great
deal more uneven than an ill

1 afteffvard found, was ;-one of
the “good” houses of “the vil-
lage. :

Then I came upon a sight
which I shall never forget. - 1
went up, a rocky lane to two
brokendown looking hovels.
‘which stood about  fifty - yards
from the high road. Omne of
them was about the size of an
ordinary pig+sty ‘he door of
the other wgediuffed  with
stones an_.«®aw. At the gable
of the latter place [ met an old
bent man, whose body was but
halfcovered with dirty rags. He
let me round the other side of
“house,” and showed the way
through an aperture in the wali
This opening. which was the
only means of ingress and
egress, had no door upon it. L
was really nothing more than o
hole,ronghly broken in the wall.

feot long 10 feet across.  There

rough broken floor was covered
in one place by a lot of weeds,
upon which, [ judged from the
dung. a cow lay atnight. At
one end of the *“house” (there
was only one room) lay a mis-
cellaneous assortment . of rags
and broken material of various
kinds. Owing 1o there being
no windows the place was in
semi-darkness. On one side of
the hearth a door scemed to
have been thrown upon a pile
of stones. Some straw covered
it,and a thin rag lay over the
straw. That was the bed. On
it sat a man, apparently nearly
50 yearsof age. 1 was told later’
that he was under 24. His
black hair was long, matted,
and dishevelled. His beard
was in the same condi¢ion. Nei-
ther, probably, had ever felt
coml or cissors, and watér very
rarely. His feet, and his legs,
half-way to his knees, were
bare. lHlis clothing consisted of
a shirt which left his neck and
chest exposed, a sleeved waist-
coat, and a pair of drawers. All
his garments were in tatters.
His face was that of yellow
color produced by perpetual
hunger.  Those of the other in-
mates were in this respect like
hisown. He could speak mno
tongue but the native Celtic.,
He sat in the corner, and looked
at me with that half-wondering,
half~inquisitive air peculiar eith-
er to the idiot or the aborigine.
But this man was not an idiot.
He could understand quickly
and answer coherently whend
addressed. in his own language.
His knowledge of things out-
side of the mechanical routine
of his daily life was nil. He
could not tell his own age.

He wasa grown man, fars
nished withevery endowment
which God gives' human crea-
tares. Yet in this age of un-
parelleled progress, in an empire
which carried over the world
the beacon light -of civilization,
this man was an aborigne. In
the gloom in the corner oppo-
site was something of a whitish
color. I saw it move, When 1
looked closer I found that this
wag an old woman—the young
man’s mother. She sat on the
floor, ber legs doubled up, and
her chin between -her knees.
Her face was almost scaly with
dirt, and her head was wrapped
in what may have been a white
handkerchief once. = The only
covering on her body was a dir-
ty calico chemise. This was all
the clothing she possessed. 1
gave her something and ‘vhen
she reached out her hand, I saw
herarm. = -1t was bare to the
shoulder.- Except for the cov=
ering ofshrivelled skin it was
the arm of a skeleton. I turned
away shuddering, and left the
house. I could not have borne
the sight a minute longer. I
learnt afterwards that this old
man was the tenant of ten acres
of the rockson the hill..side,and
he had to pay a rent of ten shil.
lings an acre. He had two up-
grown sons, but one was inGal-
way when I called. They hada
cow, but they never tasted her
milk. That was a luxury which
they could notafford. It was
taken into the city—four miles
off—every day and sold. The
family when they did eat got
only course Indian meal. Some-
times they had no fire to cook it
on, and they ate it raw. If
memory does not deceive me, 1
believe the tenant is under nos
tice of ejectment.

[ was told, that there were
cases in the villages worse than
theone described, and persons
offered to bring me to them. I
could not conceive it, and even
should it be true, 1 could not
have borne to look at them. Is
there any need for comment
from me on the condition of this/
village? ' The facts stated, plain |
and unexaggerated—for in this
case it is beyond the power of
man to exagzrerate—speak for
