The spirit of conciliation,- therefore, 
is abroad, schemes for a compromise 
are being debated. The Conservative 
papers propose that a joint cabinet "be 
chosen from the most moderate men 
of both parties to carry on the gov­
ernment for about two years, and that 
a truce be declared on party questions 
in the meantime. A royal commis­
sion to investigate the country’s fiscal 
policy and to make recommendations 
regarding tariff reform is proposed.

The newspapers scheme of coalition 
government is not taken seriously by 
the Liberals, who, having) won a vic­
tory, even if it is a narrow 'one, object 
to having their opponents dictate the 
programme.

Lord Rosebery’s name is put for­
ward for the premiership in the I 
compromise cabinet, but Rosebery has ! 
for a long time refused office and his 
popularity now is at a low mark, be­
cause of his -course on the budget is- J 
sue.

The reform of the House of Lords ■ 
seems to be the one thing assured. [ 
Both parties support it now. The 
Conservatives and the Lords them­
selves are willing to adopt moderate 
changes immediately, lest reforms 
which would knock thé foundations 
of the upper house be carried.

The result is likeHv to be the aboli­
tion of the heriditary, so that no long- | 
er shall the second and succeeding ’ 
generations be given a vote unless j 
they prove their fitness to legislate by 
services in the House of Commons, in 
Council office or army or navy.

Conservatives are willing to have j 
.the Lords deprived of the veto to hold ] 
up taxation bills if some arrangements > 
are made to prohibit new legislation,1 
unless it is embraced in those bills. | 
The Liberals wish to deprive the 
House of Lords of the -power to veto 
any bill. Their favorite plan is to 
compel the Lords to adopt any bill 
sent them for the third time by the 
House of Commons. This would, 
make the House of Commons consider 1 
a rejected bill carefully and would 
give that body power to pass any 
legislation on which it had determin­
ed in one session.

It is taken for granted that the 
House of Lords will pass the budget, | 
since the country has decided against J 
the Lords ,on the face of the election j 
returns, but the cabinet may be ob­
liged to erase the whisky taxes in 
order to get the votes for Irish mem­
bers. Beyond the reforming of the 
House of Lords and passing of the 
budget, parliament is not likely to 
get far with anything. The Irish 
members probably will obtain the in­
troduction of a Home Rule measure, 
hut the Conservatives will oppose that 
solidly and a number of Liberals are 
pledged against Home Rule. Several 
cabinet changes are likely when the 
new government is formed1.

McKenna, who has been unpopular 
as first lord of the Admiralty, will 
likely be dropped. He may be given 
a peerage. War Secretary Haldane 
may become head of the ‘navy. John j 
Burns, president of the Local Govern- ! 
ment Board, will probably succeed "

Rear Admiral Kimball, commander 
of the American fleet, which is watch­
ing developments in Nicaragua, has 
issued the following notice to Ameri­
cans :

“The present necessity of abstaining 
from any participation in the politi­
cal controversies, and from any vio­
lations of the laws of neutrality to­
ward the factions in arms, is strong­
ly urged upon all citizens; of the 
United States within the confines ,f 
Nicaraguan territory. No protection 
will be extended to any so-called Am­
erican interest, which as a matter of , 
fact, has no existence in law or in 
right.”
