This: means. that with. fair weather and
good progress .the _steamer .caanot
reach Father Point-until early Sunday
morning and Quebec'the same even-
ing. Thus altheugh there are thirty
special correspondents ~at TFather
Point, representing most of .the lead-
ing papers -of Canéda, the IInited
States and Great -Britgin, it will pro-
bably: be Sunday morning before ‘de-
finite news is.secured as to the where-
abouts- of the couple, or at least whe-
ther. or not.they are. on board the
Montrose. . The lack of wireless in-
formatien from . the ship has led the
C.P.R. officials to the conclusion that
Captain Kendall has been _requested
by.the Scotland Yard authorities to
stop. any such information being sent.
The Laurentic, on which Inspector
Drew, of Scotland Yand, .is supposed
to be in.pursuit of the murderer and
his parameour, was reported at Belle
Isle at five this morning. At any
rate, it is calculated by the White Star
Company that she should be due at
Father Point at noon on Friday, at
Quebec that night and at Montreal on
Saturday meorning. It was stated at
the White Star offices toddy that the
company had. no official krowledge
that Inspector Drew was on board
and that he did not appear on the
passenger list.
