WETASKIWIN.

Ottawa, Nov. 7.—Tariff negotiations 
today were confined to one compara­
tively brief sitting, in a committee 
room of the Senate, which concluded 
shortly^ after five o'clock. None of 
the commissioners would say%a word 
as to the progress of the pour­
parlers or the course they are taking, 
and it is apparent that they are all 
going to remain true to an agree­
ment reached on Saturday not to say 
anything until such time as it is con­
sidered expedient to give a formal 
statement to the press. It is not 
even known definitely whether the 
negotiations have got beyond the in­
itial stage of a preliminary exchange 
of views, but probably if this stage 
has been passed not much progress 
has yet been made in consideration 
of detailed proposais. Beyond the 
fact that the negotiators will bend 
their efforts in the direction of bring­
ing about a betterment of trade con 
ditions, particularly in respect of a 
freer interchange of natural pro­
ducts of the tw.o countries, nothing 
of a definite character is known and 
statements which have been made as 
to what will be proposed by either 
are based solely on deductions drawn 
from existing trade conditions. It is 
understood that the Canadian nego­
tiators are by no means displeased 
because those who are opposed to 
reciprocity have not been averse to 
proclaiming their views from the 
house-tops. The action serves to 
make it clear to the American nego­
tiators that the government cannot 
afford to make a bargain unless it 
promises to be a good one for this 
country, and will no doubt help to 
convince them if they are really 
anxious for a reciprocity treaty that 
for everything Canada gives, the 
United States must concede something 
of at least equal value in return. In 
some quarters the view is expressed 
that tomorrow’s elections in the Un­
ited States may have some bearing on 
the negotiations. A victory for the 
low tariff Democrats it is asserted 
might have the' effect of inducing the 
American commissioners to make 
greater concessions* and (the more 
they are prepared to give the greater
