MENACE TO PUBLIC INTEREST.

Since reading the above “public 
message" I have received a copy of 
the Evening Telegram containing Sir 
Edward’s explanation and the Tele­
gram’s editorial reply thereto, and I 
find that the closing sentence of 
that message is utterly false, the 
Telegram does not "admit the col­
lapse of its charges against the Prem­
ier in view of his explanation.’''

A thorough whitewashing should be 
given every cellar at least once a 
year.
