Serious Condition North.

A very distressing and serious con-
dition of affairs is being told by reli-
able people concerning certain portions
of Bonavista and Trinity Bays. It ap-
pears that in many of the settlements
the fishery has been a complete blank,
and the fishermen, who used what
money thiy had for supplies, now find
that they have nothing with which to
feed their families. This condition of
affairs is rather a serious one, and
people are continually borrowing one
from the other-and getting a little help
from their more fortunate neighbors.
Places such as Southern Bay, Plate
Cove, Opeén Hall, Indian Arm, Tickle
Cove, and Keels, are short of food, and
the families there are practically on
allowance. Some of the men have been
given work on the road at Badger, but
even when working there, very little
money is left to send home. The fish~
ermen are holding on in the hope that
during the squid season the fishery
will improve,
