From the Antipodes.—Mr. W. H. 
Masters, formerly employed in Arms’ 
Sewing Machine Factory, Guelph, and 
who went to Australia some three years 
ago, arrived in town on Friday, having 
come by way of Liverpool# We are glad 
to hear that Mr. Masters is doing well in 
Melbourne, his new home, where he deals 
largely in sewing machines. There is no 
manufactory of these indispeneible little 
family Workers in all that great colony, 
and we believe Mr. Master’s visit to this 
continent is mainly of a business charac­
ter; in relation to the supply of sewing 
machines for the Australian trade. He 
purposes remaining here about ten days.

Alterations and Improvements.—Mr. 
Bncham, Upper Wyndham-st, has been 
enlarging the room at the back of Lis 
Btore, and now has it exceedingly well 
fitted up as a show-room for the display 
of millinery, mantles, shawls, and furs. 
An addition was built to this store a year 
ago, but it was partitioned off. This 
season Mr. Bncham has made the two 
rooms into one, and the result is a fine 
apartment fifty feet long, well lighted, 
airy and pleasant looking, and well filled 
with “ the latest novelties of the season” 
as the phrase goes, favourably arranged 
for thorough inspection. Mr. Bucham 
has certainly done his best to enable 
ladies to make their purchases in a com­
fortable and cosy fashion. Above the 
large front store is the dressmaking 
department, including a fitting room for 
customers, workroom, Ac. Half a score 
of dressmakers are employed in this de­
partment.

Mr. Joseph Arch.
It is understood that the Ontario Gov­

ernment intend placing every facility at

In accordance with the Local 
Immigration Act, the Ontario Govern­
ment purpose aiding County Societies in 
obtaining a select class of immigrants 
for c:xt season, such as will suit demands 
in Canada, rather than inducing a flock­
ing :'u o! a miscellaneous and panper 
class. The number of Immigration 
Agencies in Britain are also to be some­
what curtailed in conscience.

The 
wind last Thursday was very strong, and 
that little boy was going up street, just 
behind a well dressed woman, A gust 
came and elevated her over-skirt, display­
ing the Post of a recent date, with a por­
tion of the local colums visible. The lit­
tle fellow rushed forward and drank in 
the brilliant hnmoriems that danced be­
fore his eager gaze. And as he was get­
ting to the culminating point of the oat 
story, the gentle breeze subsided, and 
the pannier resumed its position. He 
was so interested that he reached for­
ward to lift the covering to finish the 
item, when that animated reading-room 
veered round jmd a parasol and lily hand 
descended. Then the boy declared he 
never saw such a display of fireworks for 
a civic holiday, and thought hie father 
was correct when he said that children 
should not be allowed to read newspa­
pers.—Brussels Post.

POLICE COURT,
{Before the Mayor.Y

Saturday, Sept. 27.
Wm. Starkeand JohnHall were charged 

with stealing a key belonging to the pre­
mises on Mr. F. W. Stone’s farm at 
Moreton Lodge.

Mr. Peterson, Crown Attorney, with 
him Mr. Lemon, appeared for the prose­
cution. The following evidènee was 
taken :—

Mr. F. W. Stone stated that about 8 
o’clock this morning one of the ftem men 
came to him and told him there were 
two men in the house. Left Mr. Evan 
Macdonald, with whom I was talking, 
went to the house, and saw two men up­
stairs. Tried to get in at the side door, 
but found the key-hole plugged up. Sent 
for a carpenter, who cut out the plug 
with a chisel ; then unlocked • the door 
and went through a room into the hall| 
where I met the two prisoners. Asked 
them what business they had there. They 
did not tell me their business, and I took 
them in charge ; sent for a police con­
stable, and gave them into his custody.
I discovered that the key of the front 
door was missing, and that a pane of 
glass was broken near the look of the 
front door. I am sure the key was left 
in the door, inside, last Wednesday. 
When the prisoners were arrested, 
Sterke handed me the key—the key now 
produced,I believe. The men are strangers 
to me, and appeared to be acting in 
concert.

In cross examination by Mr Starke, 
witness said he did not know who plug­
ged up the key-hole. Did not hear 
Starke say he had been sent to take 
charge of the premises, and would not 
leave till ejected. Did not threaten to 
throw Starke out on his head. Starke 
handed witness the key, but witness did 
not see where he got it from. Did not 
say ‘‘I won’t have it ; I will charge you 
with stealing the key.” Did not know 
that Starke got the key on the bannister 
of the stair. There was no valuable 
property in the house, but in an out­
house adjoining were a number of valu­
able carpenters’ tools and doors.

Cross examined by Mr.Hall.—You told 
me to be cautious, as you were acting 
under instructions.

By the Mayor.—The prisoners did not 
produce any written or other authority.

By Mr. Hall.—Was not acting roughly 
with your friend. Did not say I would 
serve you the same, if you did not shut 
up.

By Mr. Peterson.—I had locked the 
door on Wednesday. When the key was 
produced, prisoners were near together, 
and Starke was about four feet from the 
bannister.

John Howe, an employee on the farm, 
said he saw the front door of the house 
on Wednesday, and the pane of glass was 
not broken then. It was broken this 
morning. The fragments were lying out- 
side, and the pane presented the appear­
ance of having been forced ont by an in­
strument applied to one corner after the 
putty * had been partly removed. The 
breakage could not have been produced 
by a stone thrown through. About 20 
minutes past six I heard some person in 
the house, and went to the front door 
and saw the broken pane. I looked in 
ana observed the key in the lock; stepped 
back and saw one of the prisoners. Told 
Mark Tntton to call Mr. Stone. The 
prisoners came downstairs. The door 
was shut. I spoke to them, and accused 
them of getting in by taking the key 
through the u oktn pane. They said it 

I was for me to find oat. Mr. Stone sub- 
I sequently came, and got in at tne side 
1 door, the key-hole of which was plugged 
up.—The remainder of this witness’ 
evidence was corroborative of Mr. Stone’s. 
He added that the prisoners were nsar 
enough to the front door when they 
came down to have removed the key ; 
and that they came downstairs without 
being called. ,

In cross-examination witness stated 
prisoners made no attempt to go away.

Chief-Constable Kelly testified that he 
arrested the prisoners. Starke handed 
him the key of Mr. Stone’s house on 
being requested so to do.

The Mayor remarked that whilst there 
was no question that the prisoners w- o 
in Mr. Stone's house, be had no idea that 
the -prisoners entered it with the inten­
tion; of committing a burglary.

Mr. Starke stated that they had re­
ceived authority from parties in Toronto 
to take possession of tbs house, but 
would not go into details at ue present 
time.

Mr. Peterson thought the prisoners 
should explain by whose authority they 
were acting in such an extraotdlnary 
manner. •

The case was adjourned until 4 o'clock 
this afternoon to allow the prisoners to 
confer with the parties in Toronto under 
whose instruction they were acting.

We understand that the men claim 
they are police agents, and were instruct­
ed by the Toronto police magistrate ; but 
it is strange they can produce no war­
rant. The Principal of the Agricultural 
College, Mr. l^cCandless, knows nothing 
whatever of them or their mission.
