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USE OF TABLE OILCLOTH.

Considering the trifling outlay to 
begin with, there is nothing to com­
pare with the table ollclotli as a labor 
saver. To begin with the kitchen: 
After you have covered your work 
table with It line each drawer in the 
kitchen and pantry.

The next day you will want to cover 
your molding board on both sides. 
Then get the pretty scalloped kind and 
use instead of paper on your pantry 
shelves. Oilcloth will make bibs for 
the children and napkins to put under 
the plates.

Pink each piece neatly. Put squares 
of oilcloth under the tablecloth where 
het dishes are placed. If you use an 
oil heater have some boards fasten- 
ed together, cover with dark-colored 
oilcloth and place castors underneath.

Canapes of Asparagus.
Take slices of bread about two inches 

thick, and stamp them out into neat 
rounds with a biscuit cutter. With a 
smaller cutter mark a circle in the cen- 
tre of each round and scoop out the 
crumbs to the depth of an inch, taking 
care to leave the sides and bottom quite 
firm Arrange these in a shallow dish 
and pour over them a half pint of milk, 
to which a beaten egg has been added. 
Then take up carefully and slip into a 
kettle of bulling fat. They will brown 
almost immediately and must be removed 
when a pale golden brown. Drain on 
soft paper. Cut the tender part of aspar- 
agus into pieces of an equal size, reject­
ing that which is woody. Wash and 
simmer in salted water until tender. 
Drain. Put a heaping tablespoonful of 
butter into a saucepan with a table- 
spoonful of flour; then add a quarter of 
a pint of water in which the asparagus 
was cooked; let it come to a boil: add 
the asparagus, the juice of a lemon, 
and a teaspoonful of fine chopped par-

spoonfuls of cornstarch, and one-half 
teaspoonful of vanilla. Heat milk in 
double boiler, then add cornstarch, dis­
solved in a little cold milk; let come to 
• boil, then add eggs and sugar beaten 
together very light. Remove from stove 
and add vanilla. Have ready as many 
sherbet cups (I prefer the footed ones) 
as you wish to serve. Take five straw- 
berries for each cup, cut in halves length- 
wise. In the bottom of each cup place 
« half nut meat; arrange five pieces of 
your berries around it to look like petals 

a flower. Now pour in the warm eus- 
tard, leaving room enough to repeat the 
flower design on top. This may be made 
early in the day, as it is best served 
cold, A dainty and easily-prepared des- 
sert, and especially economical when 
strawberries are not too plentiful.
