PAPYRUS WILL RACE U. S.
HORSE FOR $100,000 PURSE

Associated Press Despatch.
Saratoga Springs, Aug. 20.—The Ep- 

som Derby winner, Papyrus, owned by 
Barney Irish, and United States 3-year- 
old, to be selected through tests, will 
meet at Belmont Park Saturday,. Oct. 
20, in a race over the Derby distance, 
a mile and a half, for a purse of $100,- 
000, under the auspices of the Jockey 
Club, through arrangements concluded 
today by Chairman August Belmont, it 
was announced tonight.

The race, supported by the West­
chester Racing Association. the an­
nouncement said, will carry an award 
of $20.000 for the loser.

I couldn't back away. I tried to slip 
the punch, but it came too fast.

It banged alongside my left temple 
—and it hurt. What made it more 
powerful than it was naturally was 
the fact that my head was going into 
it. Dempsey had aimed it for the 
jaw. I got my chin out of its way— 
and then I took it on the head.

Body Blows Were Easy.
But barring that.one blow, Jack 

never really hurt me. Those body- 
punches—huh! I never felt 'em when 
they landed or afterward.

In one of the early rounds Jack 
banged my chin with a solid right- 
hander coming out of a clinch. That 
wallop carried everything he had be­
hind it. The punch was the kind that 
had dropped many men in the past. 
When it didn’t floor me Dempsey be­
came puzzled—and something else.

I shall always believe, because I 
took that punch and stood under it, 
Dempsey changed his battle plan. Up 
to then Dempsey had it all figured 
out that the moment he landed one 
solid crasher to my chin the light 
would be as good as over. He landed 
—and not only did I stand up, but 
went into him and landed a left.

From then on Dempsey's style 
changed. He tried oftener than before 
to get me into clinches where he 
could hammer me with lefts and 
rights to the body and the back of 
the head. I guess he became con­
vinced that I wasn't of the sort who 
could be dropped by one or two 
punches. So he set about in the at­
tempt to weaken me in the clinches 
to a point where he finally could 
put me away with a few pile-driver 
shots from either hand.

But it couldn't be done.

Jack Dempsey may be a crushing 
hitter—but I can’t subscribe to that 
statement.

I took all he had to deal out for 
fifteen rounds in Shelby, and came 
out of it without a mark, without a 
bruise, and with only two sore spots.

One was well below the belt, where 
Dempsey had hit me. The other was 
an aching head, which lasted for 
about 24 hours, and which was the 
result of the "rabbit punches" which 
he showered upon me whenever he 
got a chance.

Both blows—the foul ones and the 
ones on the back of the head—are not 
real ring blows. The former is barred 
everywhere In the boxing world; the 
second is barred In New York, and 
should be universally barred.-

So the facts are these:
Took Dempsey's Worst.

I took everything which Dempsey 
had to deal out with his so-called 
irresistible right hand and his crush­
ing left—took 'em on the chin, took 
'em in the body—and I was on my 
feet at the end. What does that 
mean? Can it mean other than one 
of these two things?

1. Dempsey is a great hitter only 
against giant suckers, or

2. No man lives who can hit me 
hard enough to really stun me.

Never once during the whole fight 
was I in any trouble; never once did 
I feel any sense of real pain beyond 
what happened in the first round. It 
was then that Dempsey hit me the 

• hardest blow he landed during the 
whole fight, and for two rounds 
afterward I had something akin to a 
headache.

It all happened before I had a 
chance to gauge the champion, his 

$ marksmanship and his punching ac­
curacy. I stepped into him in the 
first, trying to draw leads from him.
