manager of the Tyee Copper

Company’s smelting works at

Ladysmith, sent in his resigna-
tion, having decided to accept the
position of manager of the Crofton
smelter, which as announced in yes-
terday’s Colonist was offered him dur-
ing his conference in Victoria the
other day with George H. Robinson,
managing director of the Britannia
Copper Syndiecate.

In connection with the recently an-
nounced plans of the latter ¢ompany,
it is to be mentioned that it is re-
ported that unless arrangements can
be made to. have the smelted product
of the Britannia copper mines treated
at the Tacoma refinery, the capitalists
behind the development of the great

Howe Sound mines will be compelled |-

to erect a refinery on the Gulf of
Georgia—perhaps at Crofton, where
the smelter which will treat the Brit-
annia ores is situated.

At present negotiations are being
conducted to have the smelter product
refined at the Tacoma plant, and a
settlement of the question one way
or the other is expected within the
next two weeks.

While the American . Smalting &
Refining Company makes strenuous
denials that it controls the Tacoma re-
finery, it is generally understood
among mining men in: touch with
copper matters that such is in reality
the case. Moreover, the American
Smelting & Refining Company is now
in contrel of all smelting plants on
this coast with the exception of the
Crofton works and the one at Lady-
smith. The Crofton plant is owned
by capital behind the Britannia mines,
and the Ladysmith works by English

people.
A Valuable Option

Mr. Robinson recently secured an
option on the Mount Andrews mineral
properties on Prince of Wales Island,
off the coast of Southeastern Alaska,
and should he, as the result of exam-
ination, close the .option,’ the finest
ores for fluxing with the Britanniaores
will have been secured. . Mr. Robin-
son will leave for Prince of Wales
Island shortly to make an examination
of the Mount Andrews property, which
is owned by London, Baglang. peopic.

According to reporty = mecevved. by
Mr_ Rehinson oo giaueEis g _L»?'%,rr-"mgj
ore deposit is comprised in the ﬁﬁ
Andrews properties. The ore is red
hematite of iron, carrying copper and
gold. The percentage of copper is
from 2% to 4 per cent., while the gold
runs in values from $1 to $1.50 per ton.
The real value of the Mount Andrews
ore, insofar as the Britannia Copper
Syndicate is concerned, lies in the fact
that the hematite carries with it
exactly the requisite amount of oxygen
for the release of the sulphur carried
in the sulphides of the silicious ores
of the Britannia mines.

By mixing the Mount Andrews ores
with those of the Britannia in smelter
treatment, the necessity of roasting
the Britannia ores will be obviated.
Mr. Robinson hopes that through the
fluxing process there will be no neces-
sity for the slightest roasting of the
Britannia ores. Roasting is an ex-
pensive matter, and if the oxygen of
the Mount Andrews ore will carry off
the sulphur of the Britannia mineral,
a great saving in treatment will be
effected.

To Enlarge Smelter

When the Britannia _mines are
knocking out a large tonnage of ore
daily, the capacity of the smelter at
Crofton will be increased by Mr. Rob-
inson.

“When.I became interested in Brit-
annia,” said Mr. Robinson, “I had no
idea of going into the smelting busi-
ness, but I-found that I had to for
various reasons, one of which was
that some of the Britannia ore would
not turn out a profit after paying
charges to an independent smelter. A
profit of $1.50 per ton in smelter
ireatment meant a great difference in

1e shipping capabilities of Britannia.

‘ow, by owning and operating the
smelter at Crofton, I am in a position
to save that $1.50 per ton, and as a
consequence I can smelt a large ton-
nage of Britannia ores which I could
not have shipped had I been com-
pelled to pay the profit to an outside
smelter. The margin of $1.50 means
a great deal to the output of the»
Britannia.

- “I have not yet made any arrange-
ments regarding the transportation of
Britannia ores from Britannia beach
to Crofton, but I will have to attend
to that shortly.

“BEverything is now in shape at Brit-
annia to determine whether there is
anything in « British Columbia coast
mines., If things do not turn out suc-
cessfully, people cannot say that it
was for lack of modern and efficient
equipment, for at Britannia there ‘is
nothing that is not thoroughly up to
date.”

CANADA CUP RACES.

Rochester Defender Leads Toronto
Challenger Over the ‘Line.

Rochester, N. Y., Aug. 12.—In a
breeze varying from ten miles an hour
at the start to almost a dead calm
before the finish, the Iroquois, of
Rochester, defender of the Canada’s
cup, defeated the Temeraire, of To-
ronto, challenger, off Summerville to-
day by 12 minutes and 50 seconds.
The race was over a triangular course
three miles to the leg, twice around.

Second Time Round

In the second round  the wind died
down to six miles an hour and shifted
from southwest to nearly northwest.

CELEBRATED MAGISTRATE DEAD

Famous Judge Mott of New York Dies
in Sanitarium.

| New York, A 12.~The Herald
says: John Owen Mott, who for ten
years was a police magistrate in the
city, and died yesterday at the sani-
tarium in Darien, Conn., had been at
the sanitarium for two years and three
months, e went there as a result of
general debility, but his death was due
to old age. Abont the time Magistrate
Mott went to the sanitarium an effort
was made to have him removed from
the bench for alleged mental incompet-
ency. The effort was defeated. Magis-
trate Mott’s mental condition was good
until the end. Mr. Mott was born in
Saratoga county, New York, 75 years
ago.

He was one of the most picturesque
characters who ever sat on the bench of
a magistrate’s court in  this city. A
record of the surprising things he did is
almost identical with a daily record of
the courts in which he presided. He
was appointed to the bench by Mayar
Strong in 1895 when he was 66 years
old. Known to his personal friends as n
‘man of many eccentricities he became
swidely known after he beécame assistant
United States district attorney in 1890
His course on the bench subjected him
to criticism, and several times attempts
were made to haye him removed.

Action of Chinese With Respect to
U. S. Goods a Serious Menace.

Shanghai, Aug. 11.—Alarm " regard-
ing the impending financial crisis in
consequence of the Chinese boycott of
American goods is increasing. The
correspondent of the Associated Press
is informed that President Roosevelt
has instructed Minister Rockhill to
warn the Chinese government that the
United States government will insist
on the full observance of article 15 of
the Tientsin treaty of 1858.

Washington, Aug. 11.—Article 15 of
the Tientsin treaty provides that “at
each of the ports open to commeree,

permitted to import from abroad and
sell, purchase and export all merchan-
dise of which the importation or ex-
portation . is not prohibited by the laws
of the empire.” 0

The President some days ago direct-
ed the attention of Minister Rockhill
to this particular article, in view of
the published reports that it was the
intention of these managing the boy-
cott against American goods to inter-
fere with the landing of American
goods from vessels in Chinese ports.
It is the opinion of the state depart-
ment that any such act will be in vio-
lation of ‘Article 15, and Minister
Rockhill was instructed to call the at-
tention of the Chinese government to
these reports and the treaty, with a
view of preventing any interference
in the landing of American goods in
China.

Conditions here, so far as the ar-
rangements for the comfort of the
plenipotentiaries go, are far from sat-
isfactory, and in any accurate reflec-
tions of events here it is impossible
not to take notice .of the complaints
heard on all sides.

Tromso, Norway, Aug. 11.—The re-
Hef steamer Terra, Nova, which, as
announced in the Associated Press
despatches from Honningavag yester-
day, succeeded in rescuing Anthony
Fiala and the other members of the
Zeigler polar expedition, arrived here
today, after its adventurous trip,
which at one time threatened to end
in failure owing to the thick mass of
the ice encountered. The Terra Nova
sailed from Tromso June 14 last, and
on July 29 reached Cape Dillon and
found six members of the expedition
safe and well. From this outpost
sleds were despatched to notify. Mr.
Fiala, at the hegdquarters camp of the
arrival of the rescue ship. The Terra
Nova reached Cape Flora July 30, and
found the members of the expedition.
These had become weakened by the
hardships they had endured, and some
of them were so- ill that they could
not have held out for another winter.

Returning to Cape Dillon, Mr. Camp
organized a sled party and started out
for the headquarters camp, from which
he brought back Mr.' Fiala and his
comrades.

The Terra Nova sailed for home
August 1. She got out of the ice pack
August 6, and returned in excellent
condition.
