Throughout 1883, which
promises to be a somewhat memorable
year for the Province, may every bless-
ing, “increasing and still increasing,”
follow them.
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Hown, J. J. Fraser’s Elevation to the
Bench.

The seat made vacant by the death
of Mr. Justice Duff has been, without
delay, filled, by the appointment of Hon.
J. J. Fraser. The removal of so emi-
nent a lawyer as Judge Duff, who, after
a long, laborious career, filled for so
brief a time the high and honorable
position of Judge of the Supreme Court,
is & matter for sorrow. The people of
the Province, and the profession, must
feel as no slight loss the death of a man
of so great ability, rectitude and fine
judgment. The elevation of Hon. J. J.
Fraser, which in itself gives the greatest
satisfaction universally, is therefore not
unmingled with sorrow. But they feel
that in him they have a worthy successor
of the late Judge Dufft While Mr.
Fraser’s legal knowledge is held in the
highest respect by his brethern of the
Bar, his character, which has stood un-
scathed the rnbs and buffets of seventeen
years of political life, stands high before
the Province. He retires to the com-
parative repose of the Bench at an age
when to human computation he has many
years of life before him. Born on
August 1st, 1829, at Beaubear’s Island,
Nelson, Miramichi, he is now a few
months past his 53rd year. A few
notes of some of the leading facts in his
career we place before our readers.

After finishing his education at the
Newcastle Grammar School, he entered
the office of the late Hon. J. A. Street
and Hon. A. A. Davidson, Q. C,, as law
student. He owes not a little of his
sucoess as a lawyer to the training that
his excellent abilities received there.
He was admitted attorney in 1852, but
did not commence practice here until
1854, he, during the intervening years
remaining in the office of the late Mr.
Street, in Fredericton. He conducted
his legal business alone, until in 1866
E.Byron Winslow Esq, entered into legal
partnership with him, Later, in 1877
E. L. Wetmore, Esq., M. P. P, ente
the firm, which has had a wide reputa-
tion under the style of Fraser, Wetmore
& Winslow. In September, 1867, Mr.
Fraser married Martha, eldest daughter
of the late Alexander Cumming of
Fredericton. Since her death, l:iich
occurred in 1871, he has remained un-
married. In 1873 he roceived the
honor of the silk gown, and during the
last twenty years he has filled important
honorary positions, such as President of
the New Brunswick Barrister’s Society,
and Examiner and President of the So-
ciety of St. Andrew’s in Fredericton.
Mr. Fraser is better known to the people
of the Province as a successful politician
than as a successful lawyer. At the
most excited and important crisis of the
the political life of New Brunswick, by
the persuasion of his friends, he entered
the arena and was returned for York in
the election of 1865, as one of the tri-
umphant majority, when the scheme of
Confederation was swept from the polls.
He lost his seat in 1866, when the pen-
dalum of public opinion went full swing
the other way, and the Smith-Hathaway
Government was routed. He remained
out of politics until 1870, in the June
of which year he was appointed to the
Legislative Council, but resigned his
seat in the Council, of which he was ap-
pointed President in 1871, and was
elected to the Assembly after the death
of the Hon. G. L. Hathaway in 1872,
and entered the Government as Pro-
vincial Secretary. After the retirement
of Hon. Mr. King from local politics,
he became leader of the government and
Attorney-General in 1878, and his acts
in that position are of too recent a date
to require, at present, any rote or com-
ment. In 1878, he would gladly have
abandoned local political life had he
consulted his own feelings, but he felt
in honor bound to his colleagues to re-
main at his post. The contest in which
he entered at the general Dominion elec-
tion in June last, is fresh in memory,
and it is a matter of gratification that
his sacrifices for the Liberal-Conser-
vative party on that occasion have
been recognized by the Dominion Gov-
ernment. After being so long before
the Province in the trying light that
beats upon public men, he will appre-
ciate the calm, and greater retirement of
the judiciary, and he is followed thither
by the warmest wishes of his many
friends for his happiness, and their high
hopes that he will do honor to himself
in his new position.
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The N. B. Railway.

The Carleton Sentinel is always well in-
formed on matters relating to the New Bruns-
wick Railway.

It is not only the citizens of Frederic-
ton who are slow 1 moving in matters af-
fecting their interest : —

men engaged at McAdam in erecting the
engine and car houses there. Thers is an
impression abroad that these operations in-
dicate the probabilitv that this Co. will de-
termine upon McAdam as the site of their
new work shops, and for some reasons it
would be a very suitable one. However, we
do not know what the intention of the Co.
in this regard is, but it would be a pity if,
while the people of Woodstock, or the lead-
ers of public thought and action, are dream-
ily thioking, whispering and wondering over
the 'E:epect. as to whether they could do
any

g to secure the works, the matter
should be removed from the sphere of specu-
lation and possibility by the l?ml location of
the works at some point other than Wood-
stock. By the way, what about the action
of that committee appointed at the citizens’
meeting some time ago. Has anything been
done and what ?

French Progress in New Brunswick.

At least one-sixth part of the population
of New Brunswick consists of French, who
are nearly all of Acadian descent. They are
scattered along the head waters of the Bay
of Fundy, on the shores of the Gulf of St.
Lawrence, while the fertile and prosperous
county of Madawaska does not possess more
than fifty English votes, its inhabitants being
almost exclusively French.

Many of our French citizens, owing to
their proximity to the ses, obtain their living
from it, and one-half, if not more, of all the
cod, lobster, bass, and smelt fishing of the
Province is done by them. They are also
largely employed as lumbermen, and it may
be worth mentioning that it is owing to the
proximity of the Acadian Settlements to the
headwaters of the St. John,and consequent
cheapness of labor, hay and oats, that logs
are brought 8o cheaply such a long distance
down that river. It has been remarked by
Mr. Robt. Connors, the most extensive oper-
ator in logs on the St. John, that the Acadians
make the best river drivers in his employ. It
is also upon the Freno®Settlements on the St.
John that the log haulers on the head of the
Restigonche must in the future depend for
the greater part of their men and teams, as
well as for their supply of hay and oats, two
very important articles to the lumberman, the
two rivers not being more than twenty-five
miles apart near their sources.

The manufacturing of shingles and railway
sleepers, particularly the former, is almost
entirely in the hands of the French, more
especially on the headwaters of the St. John.
Owing to their great economy they can live
in situations where other nationalities would
find it almost impossible to exist. Many of
them are located upon very unfavorably
situated land for the successful prosecution of
agriculture. As forest pionesrs the French
are mot excelled. With but limited pro-
visions, and almost their axe alone, they will
attack the stoutest forest and soon bave the
land producing. When they get the land
cleared they are not usually good farmers,
nor is this to be wondered at, since a large
number of them being settled on poor land
are themselves poor, and those who toil
by the sea are so distant from the means of
acquiring knowledge as to b almost ex-
cluded from it, more especially as nearly
all the informution which they derive from
books has to be obtaived from those written
in, to them, a foreign tongue, and before the

has to learn another language.

It there is one characteristic more common
among the Acadians, and one which they in-
herit from their polished race in the father
land, it is their politeness, and even among
the most humble people, one is almost wure
of courteous treatment.

While the French are thus aiding so
strongly in the material advancement of the
Province, they are making themselves equally
powerful, but not in an agressive way, in the
educational, social and political affairs of the
country. Their status in these latter respects
have gone forward with a bound within the
past half decade, dve largely, if not entirely,
to the increased interest awakened in their
condition and their own well directed and in-
telligent efforts. While this welcome change
in their position and influence has occurred, it
bas not been brought about so as to preju-
dice other nationalities. Up to five years
ago, the French population were without a
representative in the Government of the
country, except during Mr. Theriault’s short
term of office. It was in 1878, that Hon. P.
A. Landry entered the Executive as Chief
Commissioner of Public Works, and since
that time he has done much to bring his com-
patriots forward and to make them what
they are in the Province to-day. To him
more than any other do they owe their influ-
ential position. Mr. Landry has not only
won for himself credit and distinction as an
able departmental head; not only is he ac-
knowledged the leader of his race in the Pro-
vince, but he is now regarded as one of our
soundest legislators and wisest statesmen.
‘Whils working, however, in the interest of
his race, he bas-never compromised the gen-
eral interests, nor allowed his"duty the one to
interfere with the other. During Mr. Lan-
dry’s tenure of office in the Government of
which he is now Provincial Secretary, has
occurred the first appointment to the Upper
House, in the person of Hon. A. D. Richard,
whose ability well fits him to adorn the posi-
tion. It was also since Mr. Landry came
into power that the French have had con-
ceded to them, the appointment of two
Fronch Parish Court Commissioners in West-
morland, where litigants of that race may
appear and plead there in their own tongue,
without having recourse to an interproter.
The necessity of these appointments is quite
apparent, apart from any question of right.

Within a few years the French have made
rapid strides in the matter of education. To
say nothing of the excellent educational insti-
tations at Memramcook and St. Louis, and
the good work they are doing, we may here
refer to the training of French teachers in
the Normal School, in which has been insti-
tuted, through Mr. Landry’s exertions, the
French department. In 1878, thers were
only 129 French teachers employed in the
Province : now there are 159. The number
of French teachers holding Provincial Licen-
ses is 75, while there are large numbers
doing excellent work under local licenser,
The increase of French teachers in 1882 over
1878, in}Gloucester is 18 per cent.; in Kent
76} per cent., and in Northumberland and
Westmorland 62 per cont. The benefits tle
French have derived from the French De-
partment in the Normal School are almost
incalculable, and it is gratifying to find they
80 readily seize the advantages offered. If
we may judge from their educational pro-
gress during the past few years,their advance-
ment in the future, the time is not far dis-
tant when the French Acadians of New
Brunswick will have, in the halls of legisla-
tion and justice, in the seats of learning and
marts of commerce, in the pulpit and at the
Bar, and in all the professional and commer-
cial relations of the Province their fair and
ust proportion of repre sentatives.

It is doing
its work nobly in educating and exerting its
people to progress, prosperity and refine-
ment. That the French people are not un-
grateful to the power that has so advanced
their interests has been amply illustrated by
the handsome manner in which they have
supported their lcader, Hon. Mr., Landry,
who, we hope, may long be spared to serve
his race and the Province which is proud to
own him as her son.

Remarkable Murder Case.

A very remarkable murder trial, whicb, ac-
cording to the London Telegraph, has excited
universal and deep interest throughout West-
ern Europe, has just come to an end in Bra-
bant, Brussels. A despatch, dated the 22nd
inst., states that the two brothers accused of
the crime, were on that day found guilty and
sentenced to death. Criminal love and
jealousy made up the motives of the murder,
and the element of mystery is added, as it is
not made plain what interest Leon, who it
appears was the principal actor in the tragedy,
bad in inveigling to his destruction his vie-
tim, the husband of the woman with whom
his own brother, Armand, was in love. The
account written while the trial was going on,
says i—
On the 7th of January, 1831, M. Bernays,
a successful lawyer, in the prime of life, re-
siding at Antwerp, left his home and never
returned. His wife, his friends and connec-
tions were naturally alarmed ; enquiries were
set on foot, but they led to no (Aiscovery of
his fate. Some suspected that he had been
decoyed and murdered ; others that he had
gone abroad on an errand known only to him-
self : and one surmise, d, it seems, on
hasty words used in friendly correspon-
dence. was that, tired of active life, he had
entered a monastery. That he had domestic
trials hisacquaintenances knew, because some
had been consulted as to the best mode of
ending them. Though it is averred, and well
may have been the case, that he showed great
deference to his wife, yet the relations exist-
ing between the pair were not such as should
prevail in the married state. It was known
that accusations of unfaitbfulness had been
charged and counter-charged ; and, so far had
matters gone, that, according to the evidence
adduced, Bernays desired to fight a duel with
Armand Peltzer, who, since 1875, had been
an intimate acquaintance. Yet during 12
days of suspense, conjecture, and inquiry
ielded no clue to the missing man. Help at
ength came in an unexpected way, and
brought to light the dead man's body. On
the 10th of January a legal official at Ant-
werp received a letter from Basle, signed
“ Henry Vaughan,” in which the writer stat-
ed that he had accidentally shot M. Bernays,
and that his co would be found in a room
at 169 Rue De Loi, Brussels.
tion forwarded to that city led the official to
the house. -They found that Henry Vaughan
was the tenant, but that was shut up. They
broke into the premises and d toan
upper @oor, where, opening a door they saw
the corpse of M. Bernays, seated in an arm-
chair. The window curtains were drawn
and the gas still burning, as it had been left
when the man was slain, threw its lund
light over the solemn scene. On examina-
tion it was seen that a pistol ball traversed
the ::ull and had apparently caused instant
eath.

A number of circumstances pointed to the
identification of Leon with H. Vaughan, and
the complicity of the brother in the murder,
and they were arrested in March last. - Then
Leon admitted that in the assumed character
of H. Vaughan, be induced Barnays to meet
him in the Rue De Loi, Brussels, by enclos-
ing him 500 francs as a fee for a consulta-
tion on legal points connected with a con-
templated (bogus) shipping company, but he
accounted for Bernay’s death by saying that
he shot himself while carelessly haudling &
pistol. The same account says :—

The theory of ths prosecution, based on
the evidence which has been collected, is
that the lawyer was entra by Leon, at
the instigation of Armand Peltzer, with the
deliberate intention of slaying him; and the
motive of the felony is assumed to be Ar-
mand’s desire to marry Mme. Bernays, They
endeavor to prove their conclusions by trac-
ing out the conduct of the d, which
certainly needs a great deal of explanation.
Leon, for example, had not only failed in
business, which is no crime, but he had, once
at least, forged or altered a check, and had
seven or eight times adopted names which
did not belong to him. Flying from Buenos
Ayres, he went to New York as * Frederick
Albert.” left that city stealthily for Europe,
summoned home by Aramand, he called
himself * Adolphe Prelat.,” Reaching Liver-
pool, he styled himself * Louis Mario,” and
when he arrived in Paris be figured as * Jules
Keravan” and “ Henry Vaughan,” agent of
Murray & Co., a firm haying no existence.

When he went to purchase pistols, he said
he was “ M. Vibert,” and to a wig maker,
from whom he got his elaborate wig,
he gave the nmame of “ Lefebvre.” It was
oot ible that any one, save a detectivs,
eouls give a satisfactory reason why so many
alias were required. The reason why, as-
sumed by the prosecution, is that Leor, act-
ing in concert with Armand, who is said to
bave met him in Paris was in work-
ing out a plot designed to * remove” M. Ber-
vays, and that he hoped to frustrate every
attempt which might be made to track his
crimival proceedings. Thus they allege that
he bought seven revolvers at one house in
Paris, but that none pleased him, as all, when
fired, made too m: noise, Even after he
bad taken the house at Brussels, paying balf
a year’s rent in advance from funds supplied
him by bis brother, and had written his first
letter as * Henry Vaughan,” to Mr., Bera;
it is presumed that he delayed the interview
in order that he ht purchase a compara-
tively noiseless pistol in Londoa. Not uatil
he had obtained the coveted weapon did he
fix on the 7th January as the day of meeting.
