Traflle on the Dry Dock: Lime Entirely
Blocked—tars, Wagons, Biomes, Coal
aud Other Obstacies' Placed on the
Tracks by the Men,
New Yorx; March 4,—A ocar was
started out of the' Dry Dock raflroad
stables abiout noon, Its appearsnce was
bafled with derision by the. hundreds of
men, in the strest. . Iuspestor of. Police
Steers mounted the platform beside the
driver and the par started. The polico
cleared the way until Lewis street was
reached, when . the ﬂnt obatruction was
met in the shape of a ¢ar of the 42d atreet
line, which had been placed across the
teack,  Behind it two tracks were stand~
ing and a little way beyond s load of coal
had been dumped on the track. = Another
oar of the 424 street line came along, drove
olehogl'h of coal und was'alvo turned
woross the track, ' Thé strikers greeted this
with cheers, ‘They sprang into the street,
and every that, came wus capiured
and ‘torned across the track and the horses,
were unharnessed and driven away, The
pelice flourished ' their olubs, ‘gave com-
mands and made threats alternately, but
in vain, There was ne how and the police
were powerless to sot, hile the police
were standing looking at tlie soene gan
of men nuhad along, placing additional
obstructions on the track.

At cannon street s wagon wes turned
npaide down on the rails; at Goerok. street
w oar of the 42ad street line; was toppled
over and fell with a crash on the sgack.
Six ocars in all .were ‘tyrned across the
teacks and the side streets were blocked
with wagons waiting their turn, Two beer
trucke bad their wheels saken off and fell
across the tracks and at a point on East
Broadway a load of ocoal was dumped on
the track. At another point the switch
plates were taken away, aod further on a
pile of bricks and building poles lay,on the
track,

The. strikers ‘were goodnatured “and
chaffed -the policemen, but went about
their work in & way that showed organiza=
tion,. At Margin street they tore tp
several curbstones aud plaoed them on the
track, The police: to-day
received a letter from tho railroad com=
pany asking for protection for their em-
ployes and property.
