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ENTERED THE DARK ALLEY

JAMES G. BLAINE WILL LEAVE 4
NATION IN MOURNING,

His Services to the American Republic
Stamped Rim As a Citizen Crowned
With @ for hip—His
Name Rauks With Those That Remain
Honored for Many Lifetimes:

Wasaixeroy, D.C., Jan, /§.~—The news
that James G. Blaine had once more passed
into the valley of the shadow of death, and
that even those who had been most sangu-
ine in aaticipation now hold no hopes of his
recovery, became known in Washington
and by means of press bulletins to the
country at large this morning. Notwith-
standing the hopeful views which the family
aad the attending physician, by their direc-
tion, had from time to time given out for
publication, no expectation of Mr. Blaine's
ultimate recovery has been entertained by

anyone in a position to acquire knowledge |

of the real facts of his case since the issue
of the significant bulletin of Dec. 17 last.

Next day, Sunday, Dec. 18, just three
weeks ago, there occurred that sudden
failure of the heart’s action which for hours
left the patient trembling on the verge of
death, and -which broke down much of the
reticence and suppression of facts that had
heretofore Yeen maintained, and elicited
admissiens which d to preclude any
hope  of recovery or even of any
natural amelioration of his condition.
Many more or less well-founded assertions
of failing vitality and dangerons relapses
have since then found publicity, but none
have been officially admitted until last
night. Buat last night the physicians ad-
mitted that Mr.Blaine was worse and much
weaker. KEven then this admission was
qual?ﬁad by the announcement that no im-
mediate danger was anticipated.

.~ His Condition Alarming,

- The doctor’s bulletin, alarming as it was,
lefs many facts to be supplied by outside
enquiries. It was about midnight that his
condition became so alarming that the
¢rained nurse, who is constantly at his bed-
side, had Dr. Johnston aroused
hurriedly  summoned. Dr. Johnston ar-
rived at 1 o'clock and found Mr.
Blaine sinking rapidly, and he worked
over him for some time before signs of re-
covery became evident. His condition was
80 alarming that the family fearfully looked
for the end before the dawn of the Sabbath
morning and remained awake and within
immediate call of his bedside all night.

The powerful heart restoratives applied
by the doctors, which are stated to have
been the most potent known to medical

i , were ful in rallying and
making more steady the feeble and fitful
pulsations of the heart, so that by the
time the churchgoers passed the family
residence in Lafayette-square Mr. Blaine’s
condition was a shade better.

At 8 o'clock Dr. Jobnston left 'the
house and hurried through the Lafayette
Park on his way to breakfast at his home,
a few blocks away. To a reporter who
intercepted him he said that Mr. Blaine at
that hour*was in a really dangerous con-
dition,

Dr. Johnston is a very conservative man,
and this was the most decided statement he
had ever made respecting Mr. Blaine. Mr.
Blaine, he said, began to grow weaker yes-
terday afterneon aud his condition grew
worse with the oncoming of the night. Mr.
Blaine sank as the visal forces of nature
ebbed. He was at that time so low that
there was cause for apprenension of the
worst. ar

In response to an inquiry as to Mr.
Blaine’s chances for rallying, as compared
with the dangerous elements in the case,
Dr. Johnston said the probabilifies were in
the direction of the patient’s failing. Dr.
Johnsten returned to Mr. Blaine’s residence
sifortlm befere 10 o’ctock.

Telegraphied for Relatives,

Soon dfger 11 o’clock an intimate friend
of the ) family left the - residence
and was driven to the Western Union
Telegraph Company's office, where tele-
graws were sent to relatives of the family
announcing the latest state of the iliness.
These stated, it is understood, that the
family were without hope that Mr. Blaine
would recover.

Towards the evening Mr. Blaine
rallied slightly from his attack of the
morning. This rally was effected by the
doctors administering nitro-glycerine to
stimulate the action.of the heart, which it
is believed is almost clogged by urzmic
poisoning. This drug1s the most powerful
known to medical science, and is never used

. except on desperate occasions. = Repeated
doses of the medicines ‘were ‘given during
the day and this afternoon.

As the day drifted into vwilight and the
shades of night fell upon the greatred
mansion a dim light ‘appeared in the sick
room on the third floor south. - Visitors be-
came fewer and the people on the streets
hurried by the house in the shivering cold,
only stopping s moment to ask of his condi-
tion from the newspaper men about the
nouse. Itis ascertained thut there weresthree
distinet relapses during the night. Atl
a.m., when he was first seized with heart
failure, his physicians feally thought tne
end had comu. But by the aid of stimu-
lants, chafing and the usual accessories
he rallied. He - soon after, how-
ever, relapsed into a stupor. Suddenly
at 5 o’clock this morning he opened his
eyes, which were as clear as they ever were,
and seeing his physician at his side, ex-
elaimed:

“Doctor, I am glad you-have come.” The
tones of his voice were remarkably clear
and gtrong for a man almost
in extremis. Five 'minutes later he
ssdk “into a stupor again and 30 minutes
later still he had a second attack of heart
failure. Strange to relate he again rallied
only to be seized the third time three hours

later. :
Fresident Harrison’s Enquiries.

Shortly before 10 eo’clock the President
sent a member of his household over from
the White House to enquire as
to Mr. Blaine’'s condition. He was
informed that the patient was resting
comfortably, and . that it was hoped and
expected he would live through the night.

DEFEATED BY DERVISHES.

Egyptian 'bnmelry » Detachments Over-
come in a Haond to Hand Fight,

Carro, Jan. 7.—Details of the recent
fighting between dervishes and Egyptian
troops near Ambigel have just been received
here. The Egyption ‘“‘camelry” numbered
120, including a body of Shaggiyeh irregu-
lars, The dervishes were surprised by the
“camelry” at daylight and retreated to the
hills, keeping up an incessant firing. A
squad of ‘‘camelry” which followed them
soon found itself cut off from the main body
by ambushed dervish cavairy. A hand to
hand fight ensued, in which the Egyptians
made a gallant defense, but essfully.

A similar fate befell another detachment
of “‘camelry” that followed the dervishes.
The fighting continued until Capt. Pyne
and a native officer fell. The Egyptians
then retreated. Besides the losses men-
tioned 20 of the ‘*‘camelry” and eight
Shaggivehs were killed and 15 were
wounded.

THE STRIKE IN THE MINES 18 BE-
COMING ALARMING,

Gretchens and Fraus Are Inciting the
Men Te Outrage—And Bismarck Is
Patting His Hands and Sueering At
the Emperor—Political slgnlﬂcnpcn In
the Visit of the Czarewitch.

New York, Jan. 8,—A special to The
Sun from Berlin by the International Tele-
gram Co. says: .

The pendnlum has begun once more to
swing toward the left in the public life of
the Empite, and the labor question has
supplanted temporarily militarism . in the
view of the Berlin editors and statesmen.

During the last week the eyes of all haye
‘been directed toward the basin of the Saar,
where the striking coal miners have shown
a persistence and aggressiveness entirely
disproportionate to their uumbers and hopes
6f success, ‘

A week ago, despite the prevailing ap-
prehensions, few persons  thought the
strike would be a matter of more
than three or four days. Events since
then, while showing nothing of hope for the
strikers, have r an efficacy of revo-
lutionary agitation of which neither the
Anarchists nor the extreme Social Demo-
crats were supposed to be capable. The
strike hagnot only spread, but the intem-
perance of the speakersand the bitterness of
the men have increased alarmingly.

‘The Women Are In It

A unique and deplorable feature of the
strike is the enthusiasm of the miners’
wives in support of it. ~ As the keenest suf-
ferers from the movement, the women were
expected to exercise a deterrent influence.
German women of 'all classes have usually
resisted the special efforts of Socialistic and
Anarchistic agitators to enlist their sym-
pathies with the revolutionary cause.

In the last few days, however, the
women in . the Saar district have
not only declared for the strike,
but have addressed meetings and led mobs.
In fact, were it not for their efforts, hardly
5000 men would be out to-day in the whole
basin of the Saar. There has been no de-
termined effort on the part of the local
authorities to repress the excessesof the
strikera or to protect the miners who con-
tinue at work. )

The inactivity of the responsible officials
in the Saar district can be accounted for
only upon the hypothesis that they were
ordered from Berlin to . be excep-
tionally - lenient. The publication ot
the expected ultimatum was also
delayed at the instance of the Emperor,
who hoped for the prestige of his social re-
form policy to have the difficulty settled
withont any Pesort to extreme measures.

The leaders of the miners in the Lower
Rhine and Westphalin - districts have
refused to assist the Saar strikers. In
revenge the Saar leaders are try-
ing to foment a strike among
the  youngest ' and most ignorant
workers in Westphalia. They have
held numerous meetings and have tried to
discredit thg men who are holding back.
The success or failure of these efforts will
be determined within the next two days.

Not even by the Social -Demo-
cratsis the strike regarded so complacently
as by Prince Bismarck, who is daily ring-
ing the changes on ‘I told yon s0” in his
Hamburger Nachrichten. The demands of
the men are entirely justified, he thinks, in
view of the Empseror’s “brand new labor
policy,” discovered in 1890, and proclaimed
to the world by the call for international
labor conferences.

The strike and the attendant excesses,
says The Hamburger Nachrichten, are the
natural result of the Government’s weak-
ness in 1890. The consequent legislation
was bound to encourage the disorderly
element of the masses and the Government
must now repent its cowardice in sack cloth
and ashes. The strike coneerns only nomi-
nally the terms of: certain sections of the
Bill for the Regulation of Labor, passed in
1891. In reality, it is dueto that pernicious
sort of legislation which favors the em-
ployed at the expense of the employers.

The Czarewitch's Visit,

A vast amount of speculation is being
wasted upon the visit of the Czarewitch in
this city on the oczasion of the Princess
Margaret’s marriage to Prince Frederick
Charles of ‘Hesse. The report that ‘he
will bring with him ‘an autograph letter
from the Czar to Emperor Wililam has been
confirmed. The Czarewitch’s visit, although
purely friendly, has considerable political
beignificance, - for it will be ' the
strongest presumptive evidence that
the Czar is earnestly endeavering to im-
prove the relations between the courts of
Berlin and St. Petersburg.

The Czar's Disgust,

That the Czar is so disgusted with ‘the’
Panama scandal that he proposes swinging
away from the dnal alliance, however,
is not probable, for he is not believed to be
such a sentimentalist as to throw over a
strong ally for a moral scruple. He is
merely anxious to keep the peace, and hav-
ing been conciliated by the appointment of
jen. Von Werder to the
embassy in St. Petersburg ne has taken ad-
vantage of his first opportunity to show his
good intentions. = At court. the visit of the
Czarewitch will be received with much
pleasure from the purely pérsonal
point of view, as during the - Kiel
meeting last summer he made an
exceptionally favorable impression upon
Emperor William and his suite.

The New Year's Speech,

The people have waited expectantly all
the week for some official utterance as to
the conflicting versions of the Emperor's
New Year’s speech, but none has been
made. Ii the speech was intended to
coerce or persuade the malcontents to cease
their opposition, it had failed of its purpose.
