There was a scene in the Bedouin encamp-
ment in Midway yesterday that was distress-
ing to the dwellers in tents, but highly amus-
ing and novel to the Americans who wit-

nessed it. Twenty of the Arabs were leav-
ing emid loud lamentations and tears for
Canada.

1t is seldom that the members of this tribe
have been separated, and Canada, to their
imaginations, is a bleak, snow-covered de-
sert a vast distance away.

A large wagon and two horses had been
provided to take the Bedouins to the depot.
Men who were going to stay at home
clambered into the wagon and kissed the
eyes, heads, cheeks and mouths of their de-
parting brethren, - Occasionally one would
jump from the wagon and run back to throw
his arm around some warrior whose tears
were fast flowing. Many threw themselves
in the dust and moaned.

‘I'he women: however, did not kiss each
other good-bye, and did not seem at all
grieved over the separation with their sis-
ters.
