Ottawa, Ont., June 22.—An important 
session of the Railway Committee of the 
Privy Council was held Saturday. Messrs. 
Haggart, Caron and Ouimet were pre­
sent. Representatives of the two prin­
cipal railroads were in attendance, in­
cluding Judge Clark, Mr. Thomas Tait, 
Mr. Peterson for the C.P.R., Mr. John Bell 
for the G.T.R., while the city corporation 
was represented by Aid. Lamb, Messrs. 
Fullerton and Caswell, the two solicitors, 
and Mr. Keating, the engineer. Mr. 
Arnold! appeared fop several property 
owners in Parkdale.

The question of enlargement of Queen- 
street subway was first taken up.

Judge Clark explained that the city 
had reached an agreement with the two 
companies for the construction of the 
work, and all. that was required now 
was to embody the details in the neces­
sary documents, after which it would be 
submitted to the Railway Committee 
for approval. In connection with this 
matter, however, there was a point 
which the city and the companies could 
not dispose of themselves, namely the 
opening of. Dufferin-street to the north. 
He suggested that that matter be de­
ferred to another meeting and only the 
question of the subway considered on its 
merits to-day. Before the matter of Duf­
ferin-street was taken up he thought 
the committee should send an engineer 
to look over the ground.

Chairmau Haggart naked how Duffer­
in-street matter came up at all to-day?

Judge Clark explained , that in the 
plan originally submitted by the city, 
it was cdntemplated to leave an open­
ing in the wall of the pubway for the 

^ purpose of opening up Dufferin-street 
northward. It is now agreed to build 
the wall solid.

Mr. Fullerton said that the city left 
• that matter in the hands of the Rail­

way Committee.
Mr. Haggart: Is there any application 

for the opening of Dufferin-street?
