For five years he bas been
pettng and raising these little birds,
aud to day he hus about five hundred.
1lle prizes them so highly that he will
prosecute anyone for killing them as
quick as he would for killing one of his
sigs, They do their work so eflectual-
yithat be is troubled very little with
“orms. ‘The bluebird eats nothing
bat bugs and worms, and can Whip the
Lnglish sparrow.”

Tue above should point a broad
aoral to our farmers. If song birds,
or almost any of our native birde were
encouraged to make their nests and
hateh their young in our gardens gnd
yrehards, and were rigidly protected
from mischievous .youngsters and
wanton sportsmen, there would be far
Jess complaint about afmy worms,
outerpillars, grubs, potato bugs, and
like pests, What are a tew cherries,
fruits and seeds in comparison to the
jncalculable good that birds do in our
tields and gardens. The trouble comes
from man imagining that he know
wore than the Creator. Insect life was
grdained for some good and wise pur-
pose; but if allowed to inorease un-
checked would destroy all vegetation,
and it seems as if the birds wero aps

pointed the natural foes of all insects, }

aud their larves —at all events, in na
ture's economy there is a direot relu-

tion between birds and insects, and if
nature was allowed to keep the balance,
between the two'of these lower forms |
ot life, a different state of things would
oxist than at present. But no, the
birds take a tew cherries, and out come
soare crows, nets, shot.guns, bird lime,
traps, which together with the natural
destruction of bird life, destroys - the
pige adjustmeut that was meant to
exist, insect life predominates and the
couutry suffors aocordingly.

Fruit Circular.

London, 1st Juns, 1883.—The two past
weasons for American apples  cannot be

pared with those of the season 1880-81
being insignificant, while prices, although
ruling high, have leit shippers little.or wo
margin, owing to the enhanced value
placed on the fruit on the American side.
Buyers here bave received no more
benefit from the. busingss than ahippers,
and it has been made pretty clear that in
scarco years no one concerned in thy trade
derives much benefit from it. But Ame-
rican apples being now firmlyg, established
as one of the requirewments of the country
(50 much 80, that the old custem of hold-
ing up our own fruit for winter %ie
greatly diminished), the business in #hom
i8 bound to continue in some shape or
other. The trade look hopefully forward
to the approaching  autumn apple yield,
which, all going well, it is Lelieved, will
enable the business to run to soweéthing
like the proportions of the great crop of
1880, which showed so conclusively how
large quantities conld be handled.

Information as to European prospects is
generally looked Tor at this period, and
subjoined, we beg to furnish what may be
considered reliable particulars should
nothing unforessen arise. It may be
noted that everything is very backward,
which affords the probability of present
expectations being fully realised, but later
on we shall issue a definite report.
